United States And
Sweden Strengthen
Friendship Bonds

WILMINGTON, Del, June 27—
(AP)—Sweden and the United
States today strengthened their
bonds of friendship.

President Roosevelt and Prince
Bertil of Sweden, dedicating a
monument to North America’s
first Swedish colonists, while a
steady rain fell, pledged continu-
ation of Swedish-American good-

will.

“We shall be reminded of the
unbroken friendship between
Sweden and America by this
monument,” the Prince said as he
presented the shaft, raised in
honor of the handful of Swedes
and Finns who sailed up the
Delaware in 1638.

The President welcomed the
Prince and Crown Princess Louise
to the site where those colonists,
led by Peter Minuit, landed 300
years age to establish the first
settlement in Delaware.

Crown Prince Gustaf Adolf,
whose place 26-year-old Prince
Bertil took sent regrets from the
motorship Kungsholm that illness
had kept him from the ceremon-
jes. He will go to a New York
Hospital tomorrow for examin-
ation.

OTTAWA, June 27—Lord Tweeds-
muir will sail Friday from Quebec
on the Empress of Australia for.a
month's visit to  Great Britain,
during which he will be installed a
Chancellor of the University of
Edinburgh, an office to which he
was elected some months ago.
Formal permission for His Ex-
cellency to leave Canada has been
granted by King George and b
the Government of Canada thoug:
no official announcement has been
made. He js now in Quebec. Should
Parliament  hurry  through its
business, it is possible he will re-
turn to Ottawa for prorogation on
Thursday.
If Parliament s not ready for

rorogation Thursday. Mr. Justice
R. A. Cannon of the Supreme
Court of Canada, who will be ad-
ministrator in Lord Tweedsmuir’s
absence, will carry out the pro-
rogation ceremonies.

Her Excellency is in England and
will join Lord Tweedsmuir for the
visit to Edinburgh and other p'aces
in the British Isles. A. 8. Redfern,
first secretary to the Governor
General, will accompany him. Lord
Tweedsmuir will return to Canada
on the Empress of Britain, sched-
uled to reach Quebec, Aug 11.

BOGGED DOWN

German Break With
China Looms In Re-
call Of Ambassador.

(A. P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)

SHANGHAI, June 27—Japan’s
.war on China tonight showed
signs of bogging down on all
fronts,

The most active front was the
Yangtse River valley, about 200
miles by river from Generalissimo
Chiang Kai-Shek’s provisional cap-

ital.

In a sector along the mnorth
bank, near Tikiang, the Chinese
were defending two strategic hills
from which their guns could sweep
the river when the Japanese as-
sault the Matowchen barrier.

Driven Off

The Chinese reported that from
these positions they were able to
beat off two spirited attempts to
land Japanese marine reinforce-
ments. Japanese gunboats and
troops transports had carried the
drive upriver following easy cap-
ture of Anking two weeks ago.
Planes of both sides ranged along
the river in frequent bombing for-

ays.

Japanese aerial operations ag-
ainst South China, cluding the
Island of Hainan off the Kwang-
tung coast, continued without any
further -sign that a major South
China offensive was starting. -Jap-
anese troops were landed last week
on Namoa Island, 20 miles off
Swatow.

Genman Mission Recalled

HANKOW, China, June 27—(A.
P.)—Twenty-seven German mili-
tary advisers who helped General
Chiang Kai-Shek build a modern
army are prepared to depart China
tomorrow, unless new oraers are
received from Berlin,

The Germans are credited with
much o. the strategy by which Chi-
nese checked the Japanese army
last spring, during tne battle 1or
Talercnwang, and Chiang was re-
luctant to have them go.

It was possible he might at the
last minute refuse them permission
to leave, but Chinese officlals gen-
erally thougnt this uniikely.

Chiang, however, reserved the
right to say when and how the
Germans might depart; and any

effort to halt them. it was believed,
would result in a strong stand by

Berlin.

Berlin asked the Chinese gov-
ernment to invalidate contracts of
the German advisers May 21, after
agitation attributed to Japan who
is linked with Germany in an ac-
cord to combat Communism.
Chiang’s absence from Hankow de-
layed action.

There later was a flat order that
the Germans return, or risk loss of
citizenship and property. These
steps were followed on Saturday by
recall of the German Ambbassador,
Oskar Trautmann.

General Alexander von Falken-
thausen heads the 27 military ad-
visers still here. Severa] others al-
ready in Hong Kong, and six non-
militarv members of the mission,
not among those ordered home, de-
clded to remain in China.

He urged these steps fol-
low as closely as possible after na-
tionalizing the Bank of Canada.

Threat Of GConflict
Over Chaco Mounts

BUENOS AIRES, June 27—A
new threay of war between Bolivia
and Paraguay over the Chaco
wilderness grew rtonight, as rep-
resentatives of six neuural coun-
tries strugglea to prevent a break-
down in territorial negotiations.

The neutrals are trying to fix a
definite boundary to end a cen-
tury-old dispute over the Cnaco
area, as large as continental Italy
but of doubtful economic vaiue.
Paraguay’s aspirations to retain
nearly all the territory gained in
the three year war from 1932 to
1935, and refusal to yield Bolivia
a port on the Upper FParaguay
River deadlocked the conversations.
The neutral conferees here fear
war any minute if the negotiations
break down completely.

NEW YORK, June 27 — Prime
Minister Chamberlain, upon whose
shoulders rests more responsibility
for peace in Europe than burdens
any other man, doggedly pursues
his policy of trying to achieve
tranquility by amicable bargaining
rather than by force.

Daily he faces opvosition in the
House of Commons, unflinching
before taunts. Not even the lash-
ing of war-time Premier David
Lloyd George's nimble tongue can
sting the head of Government into
using the mailed fist on the dic-
tators, or exacting reprisals against
the Spanish Insurgents for the
sinking of British ships.

Always Mr. Chamberlain’s ans-
wer is in the same vein:—A ges-
ture of force by Britain now may
precipitate another war.

Gambles Political Future

So he gambles his political fut-
ure on his judgment that good will
among men can achieve peace on

—Two Canadian pilots have been
chosen for Lincoln Ellsworth’a
forthcoming air mapping expedit-
jon to the Antarctic, the Gazette
says today.

The newspaper declares the ex=-
plorer has selected James H. (Red)
Lymburner of Montreal, a member
of the 1935 expedition. and Burton
J. Trerice, a native of Amherst,
N.S., who has been flying recently
in Quebec.

Present plans, the paper says, are
for Lymburner to replace Herbert
Hollick-Kenyon as No. 1 pilot.
