For in.the cab was found
a piece of paper, evidently torn
from a roster and on this was
written the name of a house in
the Dulwich district—some way
from the scene of the murder.
Bxamination of this house by the
detectives reveals the fact that a
burglary had been attempted there
#s well as_at the nouse in  the
street of the murder. The detectiv-
es hypothosis, theretore, is: These
two burglars worked with the aid
of taxicabs to carry off their booty
rapidly and to avoid  exciting
suspicion, There was probably a
third man “working” the Dulwich
house, but for some reason reason
he was disturbed at his job. The
plan was to “work the Baytree
“job,” whisk off with the “stuff,”
go on to Dulwich and perform the
same operation here.
