In his research the captain re-
ferred back to Latin authors or the
Spanish missionary of early oocu-
pation days of the 17th century to
show the length to which this her-
bivorous drug, a violent aperient
and intoxicant as it was used then,
drove the population in its efforts
to secure it.

He showed that from the ocentre
of its origin in Paraguay the 1ise
of the plant, known scientifically
as Ilex paraguayensis, spread with
great rapidity through Argentine
Chile and Peru and soon became
known in Europe, Thousands of
tons of it are now used annually in
Latin America.

Indians once were virtually enslav-

1 Eskimo Take
To Motor Use
In Far North

(By R. K, Carnegie, Conadian
Press Staft Writer)

CHUROCHILL, Man., BSept. 10—
(By Cansadian Press)—The out-
board motor will make the Eskimos
great trappers, That is the opin-
ion of those here in close touch
with the Eskimos when they arriv-
ed here in large numbers this sea-
son.

The motor gets the northern na-
tive from to place more
quickly, but that is not the chief
cause for his improvement in fur
catohing efficiency, It is because
it gives him something to work for.

“The Eskimo does not naturally
like to trap”” W. E. Brown, Hud-
son’s Bay Company agent here ex-
plained, “He l}kes to hunt. He
loves to go after the walrus, the
seal or the caribou. He will only
trap when he needs money. He used
to require it for rifles and ammuni-
tion. As soon as he got enough for
that he would stop. Now he wants
to own an outboard motor or a
complete motor boat as well as his
rifles and ammunition. So he has
to bestir himself to get more fur.”

The people around Churchill are
strong for the Eskimo, They are
shrewd bargainers but so very con-
genial and likeable. One of the sur-
prising things about them is the
rapidity with which they gain a
knowledge of machnery. They are
born mechanics.

Several marine motor engines
were sold to the Eskimos this year
and delivered to them at Churchill.
That is one advantage to these
north men of having a railway run-
ning to that port. Within a week
they would be able to take the en-
gine apart and set it up again,

In the north they are often able
to make crude parts to get the ma-
chine going when something breaks.
With their unlimited patience, they
have no greater happiness than
learning the “whys” of a gasoline
engine,

Indians of the north on the oth-
er hand take little or no interest
in engines. Mr. Brown did not
know of a single Indian owning a
motor boat. .

Perhaps the greatest authority
on Canadian Eskimos is Mgr. A
Turquetil, Roman Catholic bishor
at Churochill. He has spent many
years among them. He expects the)
Eskimo population to increase.

“There used to be a great deal of
murder among the Eskimos,” the
bishop explained. It was not be-
cause they were blood thirsty but
because they feared one another
That was primarily due to the great
distances in the north,
