This city was this afternoon at
one o'clock the centre of a storm
of unprecedented fury, which
broke out with only a few mom-
ents warning, following intense
heat of midday which reached the
highest point of the season.
Rain fell in sheets for a few min-
utes, but most of the damage was
caused by the wind, which was
almost cyclonic in its intensity.
