0f His Prize Cattle

SMITHFIELD, Eng., Dec. 20—
The King sold privately all bul
one of his prize exhibits at Smith-
field recently.

His champion Highland steer,
bred by the Duke of Atholl, was
bought by a firm of loundon but-
chers at a price which, it is un-
derstood, approaches . a hundred
guineas,

A Birminghem ficw kough$ his
first prize Highland heifer as well
as two pens of prizewinning South-
‘down wether sheep and a lincoln
Lieifer and steer.

Royal Titania, the champion of
the Red Polls, has gon2 to Pont-
fract, and a Highland steer, just
under three years old, frora San-
dringham, was sold to a Shefeld
firm of butchers.

The actual prices paid for these
royal cattle are not known, but
Mr, E. F. Snyder, who conducted
the sales, stated that they aver-
aged nearly 90s. a cwt.

In all, 178 beasts came under the
hammer and fetched an average
of 63s. 11d. a cwt., as against 6ls,
1 1-2d. last year; pigs made 7s. 10d.
a stone of 14 lbs, an increase of
1s. 5 1-2d.; while sheep showed a
sharp decline, dropping to 5s, 8 1-2
d. a stone, from 7s. 8 1-2d.

Oats In China

SHANGHAI, Dec. 29.—Canadian
oats have been acclimatized to con-
ditions in Western China and are
being distributed in quantity from
West China Union University,
Chengtu, a missionary institution,
to government experimental farms
and to the hill tribse in Szechwan
province for 1933 sowing.

The original supply was brought
across from Canada eight years ago
by Rev. Frank Dickinson, BA,
MSc., a Canadian missionary, and
tended by him in plot and field
every season since.

In the Chengtu plain the staple
diet is rice and in the hill country
the tribes rely mainly on Indian
corn. Under this condition it is
considered that the introduction of
oats will add ultimately an {aport-
an{ artisle to the diev 1 la.ge
numbers of pcople. The experiment
has not yet reachied the commercial
stage but will be watched with in-
terest
