Whereas the people of Prince County
residing west of Summerside have suffer-
ed great loss and inconvenience on
account of having but one train each day
between Summerside and Tignish:

And Whereas in the year 1903 the Rail-
way authorities realizing the great neces-
sity for a second .train, placed one on
the above route.

And whereas we notice by the present
time table that said train has been with-
drawn, though now much more needed
than formerly:

Therefore resolved that this meeting of
Lots 1 and 2 Farmers' Institute in publie
meeting assembled hereby express its
entire disapproval and strong condemna-
tion of the action of the Railway authori-
ties in thus cancelling said train and feel
called upon to insist that the second
train be restored with the least possible
delay.
