Boys will be boys and students will be philo-
sophers and reformers. Over in California the
electorate are being asked to vote on $30 per
week pension scheme to all over 50 years of age.
The students of Lost Angeles have gone one
better, and opened a campaign for $50 every
week for everyone under 50. “Since the idea
of $30 a week for people over 50 is to create
wide-spread prosperity,” they state, “we propose
to give $50 a week to people under 50 to create
still more prosperity.” They outlined these cam-
paign arguments: 1. Younger people (20 to
50) have occasion to spend more money than
older people. 2. The pensions would give to
those under 50 something to do while waiting
to become 30; it might be called a dress re-
hearsal. 3. It is more democratic to give every-
body pensions. Milk bottle tops of $1 denom-
ination would be used for circulation and week-
ly pension payments would be made with them.
Every time one changed hands the receiver
would pay a penny and punch a hole in the bot-
tle top. “Thus a top would be self-liquidating,”
the proponents of the new scheme explained.
By the time one changed hands 100 times it
would have done away with itself, as well as
paid for itself. “The plan, of course, will at-
tract practically all citizens of the United States
to California. That’s just what we want. More
people mean more purchasing power.”

The man who once summed up Mr, Cham-
berlain as “quite a good Lord Mayor of Bir-
mingham—in a lean year” might perhaps be
disposed today to reconsider his verdict. The
House of Commons speech on Wednesday will
stand as one of the great utterances of all his-
tory, says Janus in London Spectator.
Nothing could have been simpler or more
unadorned ; in that it resembled Grey's speech
of August 3rd, 1914. Nothing could have been
more human, Nothing could have been more
unassuming. -~ Compare the use of the personal
pronoun “I” in the Chamberlain speech and the
Hitler-speeeh—-in the Sport Palast on Monday.
If from the speech half a dozen sentences leap
to the eye and impress themselves on the mind
that is due to their content, not their form.
And yet the very simplicity of the words gives
them sometimes an unintended emphasis.  As
supreme example of that I would select this
first: “Thereupon Herr Henlein fled to Ger-
many.” To which may be added, among those
I have underlined in red for my own conveni-
ence, “Herr Hitler declared categorically that
rather than wait he would be prepared to risk
a world war.” “l have no doubt looking back
that my visit alone prevented an invasion, for
which everything was ready.” Mr. Chamber-
lain was manifestly striving throughout to be
studiously fair to Herr Hitler. Actually a more
damning indictment of a national leader can

rarely have been drafted,.

NOTES BY THE WAY

At the end of a lightning

12,000-mile tour by air to a num-
ber of Royal Air Force units in
Egypt, Sudan, Kenya, Palestine
and Malta, Captain H. H. Balfour,
Under Secretary of State for Air,
has just returned to London im-
mensely impressed with the *‘very
high efficiency” of the places visit-
ed and a conviction that the fu-
ture would see large-scale devel-
opment in the use of big troop-
carrying aircraft. Object of the
tour was to gain first-hand in-
formation of these oversea units,
their work, their conditions, their
needs, their life.- To complete the
program in good time Captain
Balfour, who was accompanied by
Group Captain W, A, Coryton,
utilized one of the Air Council’s
special communication airliners in
much the same way . as the yacht
“Enchantress” is used by Lords of
Admiralty. Altogether 87 fyling
hours were completed during the
three-week tour. Itinerary travers-
ed all manner of different climatic
conditions — from sun scorched
deserts to mountain ranges top-

A chinese educator, A C. Koo,
told an audience of Detroit bus-
iness men that China cannot win
the undeclared war Japan forced
upon “it. “Japan has superior war
material, trained troops and an
organized army,” said Dr. Koo.
“They also have more food sup-
plies and materials . China sadly
lacks all this. As the Japanese war
machine closes relentlessly upon
Hankow it looks more and more
as though . Dr. Koo may be right
in this pessimistic prediction —as

far as military victory in the
present clash is concerned A
Japanese victory in the field

would not mean, though that Ja-
pan has ‘“conquered’ China or that
75,000,000 Japanese can dominate
450,000,000 Chinese indefinitely.
The Chinese have put up a brave
fight. And if their ability to servive

5,000 years in this competitive
world means anything it means
that in the end they will oust the

Japanese from their soll and re-
cover that dominant. position in
eastern Asia to which their num-
ber and their character seem to
entitle them. —Detroit Free Press.

The Financial Post has issued a
booklet containing a series of illu-
strated articles about the pulp and
paper industry which were publish-
ed during this year. One shows the
distribution cost of the paper.
Workers, it is said, get 15.36 cents
of every dollar while 6.15 cents goes
for administration. That is to say,
wages and salaries amount to 21.51
cents in each dollar of gross pro-
duction value. That is a large sum
in this industry — $40,063,000 in
1936 —and as a matter of fact no
other in Canada has a payroll of
comparable size, The railways had
a payroll in the same year of $182,-
538,000, but they are not listed in
the industrial classification., The
ratio of gross income going for
wages and salaries in the pulp
and paper industry at 2151 per
cent, compares with only 62 per
cent, in the mining industry, eight
er cent for meat packing estab-
ishments, 13.1 for butter and
cheese factories and 17 per cent, in
the automobile industry. But there
are plenty of industries which
spend a far larger share of their
production dollar for wages and
salaries. Sawmils disburse 26 cents
of each dollar in that way; hoslery
mills 30 cents, manufacturing of
railroad rolling stock just under 4
cents and the printing and publish-
ing business 4 per cent. —Wood-
stock Sentinel-Review,

NECESSARY l;gll}EllEALTH AND

In these days when you read
and hear over the radio about the
various minerals and vitamins  that
must be in the food if we are to
remain well, br even live, you
naturally wonder whether or not
you and yours are really eating
in a sensible or scientific man-

As a matter of fact we really do
need all the vitamins and miner-
als of which you read and hear.

“There is no less than thirty
different food elements which are
essential or -absolutely necessary
for life. If any one of these 30
food elements is left out of t.e
diet or is not present in suf-
ficient amount, the health of the
individual is impaired, and death
will eventualy result, This informa-
tion has been obtained after years
of laborious and painstaking in-
vestigations and observations.”

I am quoting Dr. Frederick F.
Tisdall, Toronto, in National
Health Review.

As an example of how new or
recent some of the infermation on
food really is, Dr. Tisdal says:

“It is interesting to note that
one of these essential substances
was isolated but a few months ago
—nicotinic acid. This substance,
known to chemists for 75 years,
was not suspected of having any-
thing to do with human nutrition
until some months ago when it
was discovered that it would cure
that dreaded disease—pellagra —
of the Southern States!” As pel-
lagra affects the stomach, intes-
tines, nervous system, skin, and
eyes, it can be seen how import-
ant food can be to the entire
body.

‘It is now established that tiny
amounts of this acid are necessary
to life. It is found in many food
substances such as wheat germ,
liver, and yrost.”

A further interesting and valu-
able discoverev was made in that
if patients with pellagra have some
infection precent also, such as an
ordinary cold, the amount of nic-
otinic acid necessary to overcome
the pellagra is increased . many
times The infection increases the
need for this substance just as in-
fection increases the need for iron
in the system.

Dr. Tisdall shows also the need
of each of the vitamins and other
food substances and one naturally
asks himself how can it be known
that all these food factors are
present in the diet. “Build up your
diet around milk, meat, eggs,
vegetables and fruit, add some
vitamin D in the winter (crd-
Jiver-oil, butter, epevolk, milk,

Lliver, green vegetables are rich in

vitamin D), and you can be sure
that you are getting all of the 20
food elements necessary for heal!th
and life.

Music Suffers Eclipse
At Salzburg

Not long ago your correspondent

aused for a short time in that
ovely old Austrian town, Salzburg,
which for years has been a citadel
of music and the August rendezv-
ous for the world’s musiclans and
music-lovers, writes Gladys M.
Arnold for the Canadla.n'Press,

The “Salbzurg Season” drew
kings and international «celebrities,
writers, artists, actresses and states-
men, For those who could not af-
ford the price of a rallway ticket
radio transmission and relays pro-
vided access to “Lohengrin,” the
incomparable passages of “Tristan
and Isolde.”

For Salzburg had to offer only
—music! Its setting of green pine
forests and rocky peaks; the an-
clent mediaeval castle-fortress
dominating the town and the pure
mountain air, echoed the strains of
Wagner, Beethoven, Haydn and
Mozart under the enchanted baton
of Toscanini or Bruno Walter.

The Bristol Hotel bore the re-
gistrations of the Duke and Duch-
ess of Kent, Marlene Dietrich, Sto-
kowsky, Noel Coward, the King of
Siam. the late Queen Marie of
Rumania. The air was curdled
with conversation in many Ja»-
uages. but the subfect was always
the same —music; a theme of Bee-
thoven, a passage of Mozart:
hadn’t Toscanini taken that “aria”

a little more rapidlv = last year?
Totta Lehmann's volce in superb
form.

Everybody talked music, slept

music, wrote music and listened to
music. It was a  sort of sacred
trysting vlace where peonle came
to refresh their snirits in purest
harmony. The strains of “Faust”
and the “The Master Singers of
Nuremberg” mingled with the
notes of the great melodious organ
p’f:;lrlng down from the mountain-
side. ;
That was before the Anschluss.

The day afterwards the Hotel
