Depth of Sea

(By British United Press.)

LONDON January 22—An ingeni-
ous new apparatus which enables
navigators to discover the depth of
the sea by means of sound waves
was demonstrated at the Institute of
Electrical Engineers.

The demonstrator was Alexander
Weed, tutor of Emmanual College
and lecturer in physics at Cambridge
University, who was giving the sec-
| ond of his Royal Institution lectures
for juveniles.

Demonstrating that sound does not
carry any worse against the wind, but
that it does not travel along. the
ground (being blown into the air),
he described the experiments of a
Cambridge professor who started an
alarm clock on his lawn and crawl-
ed away from it on® all fours up
wind until he could hear it no longer.

Then he stood up and again the
scund of the ringing alarm came to
him.  Walking farther away he once
more entered thy silend. zone, and
| finally he climbed a tree, whereupon
the sound became audible again.

This brought Mr. Wood to the sub-
ject of silent sones, and he display-
ed on the screen a map of a large
area of England illustrating the sile
ent, zones of the disastrous Bilvers
town explosion of 1917,

This, showed that the roar of the
explosion was heard in Northampton-
Ascot-Canterbury triangle (amounting
to 2,500 square iniles) Beyond that
to the north was a great silent zone
where nothing was heard, and north
cf that again a wide bel stretching
from Norwich through Lincolnshire
to Nottinghamshire where more than
220 places heard the explosion.

Then he began to demonstrate how
sound waves could be used for detect-
ing the depth of water under a ship,
Mr. Wood produced throughout the
hall a silent zone in which the pro-
verblal. pin could have heen heard
dropping.

He told how once when he was
sailing off a cliff-bound coast in very
foggy weether the captain of the
steamer blew his siren intervals
and waited for the echo to enable
him to judge the distance of his ship
from the shore.

Much the same principle, Mr. Wood
added, was employed in the new sy«
gtein of signalling to the bottom of
the ocean to find out the depth, but
fn this case sound rzvu of very
short wave-length, produced by the
oscillation, of a quartz plate, were
used.

PRUNING TO MARE STRONG
FRUIT TREES

(Experimental Farms Note)

)

The loss entailed each year by the
breaking down of frult trees is in a
large measure avoidable if proper care
is taken in the early years of the tree.
A great deal of the damage is a re-
sult of poor crotches or a poorly shap-
ed head, judged by the sandard of
sanitation, the open ocentre tree is
perhaps a trifle better than the mod-
ified leader type, which is the type
we are going to talk about.

'I;)i;e modified leader system consists
in allowing the zentral leader to grow
to a height of four or five feet, or
even more if g lieahed tree is desir-
ed. Along this central leader branch-
es are selected to from the main
framework of the tree. Probably not
more than six will be kept and these
will be well spaced around the leader
to get a well balanced head. As soon
as the uppermost branch has been
selected, the leader is cut off at this
point. This gives a tree with ceu-
tralaxis for about five fest, with
branches radialing from it, which is
a much stronger tree than the old op-
en centre or vase-shaped tree which
is frequently seen.

A word about selecting branches for
the framework. S8oms branches tend
to grow upward at a very shape angle
to the maln stem. This sharp angle
makes a weak croch and such branch-
es should not be selected. Try to get
branches which are forming more
of a right angle to the main stem.
This can better be accomplished
when the selection is made from
branches two years old. Very young
branches have not adopted their
real angle of growth and it is dif-
ficult to make a proper selection,
