LABOR CONDITIONS

Not in ycars has the report of the Dominion De-
partment of Labour shown such a favourable condi-
tion of affairs in the industrial life of the country as
that which appears in the November issuc of the La-
bour Gazette.  From practically every district in Can-
ada, with but few exceptions, come such reports as
“Labour conditions are better than at any time since
the war began,” “labour very fair,” “demand for la-
bour exceeded the supply,” “all classes of labour well
employed,” cte., cte. The exceptions arc in the West,
principally in British Columbia.

Fernic, Nanaimo, and Nelson report a slight im-
provement over the previous month, but it will be re-
membered that the previous month’s report was far
from satisfactory. New Westminster reports that the
number of wnemployed was less than during Septem-
ber. Some alleviation was given by the allotment of
a portion of an order for war material which was of
assistance to a, considerable number of unemployed in,
the iron industry.

Vancouver reports

603, and of these 345 reported playgrounds, 294 mis-
cellancous activities, 280 lectures, 207 parent-teacher
associations, 129 social centres, and 39 vacation
schools. The estimated aggregate attendance at 16,492
“group-occasions” in 45 cities during the month of
March, 1914, was 847,935. The three most prevalent
activities were found to be some form of athletics,
clubs for young people, and lectures, while the least
common are the civic and the general social occasions.
