If the trip of the American Sea-
man does not offset the water
shortage, the Commis ion sald an-
other vessel will be sent, The Am-

(An anti-Nazi “freedom station”
in Germany was heard by the NBC
in New York to say that nightly
bombings by the R. A. F. has halt-
ed completely all passenger rail
and road traffic in the rich Ruhr
and Rhineland regions, heart of
the Nazi war supplies industry.)
Just as British bombers returned
from the nocturnal raiding shortly
before dawn, long-range German
guns on the newly-reinforced
French coast opened fire. It was
believed the salvoes were directed
at a convoy passing through the
Strait of Dover.

A report today from the south-
east coast said lifting of a heat
haze which had blanketed the
channel for weeks disclosed new
German defence works at several
points between Boulogne and Cal-
ais, consisting of trench works,
clusters of new buildings, and
barbed wire.

Road fatalities
Show increase

OTTAWA, July 13 — (CP) —
Preliminary figures indicate a
“marked increase” in deaths by mo-
tor vehicle accidents during 1940
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics
reported tonight.

“The number of deaths and the
death rate were the highest record-
ed during the period 1926-40 for
which figures for all provinces
Canada have been compiled by the
Bureau,” the repart said.

The Bureau estimated there were
1709 deaths attributable to motor
vehicle accidents in 1940 compared
with 1,684 in 1930. The death rate
was 15.0 per 100,000 population com-
pared with 14.0 the previous year
and 13.8 in 1938.

Armistice
Syrian

LONDON, July 13—(CP)—
The campaign in Syria and
Lebanon was announced today
as ended with signing of an
armistice which British sources
spid will make those French-
mandated Levant states a bul-
wark of defence against Ger-
many and bolster the spirits of
the non-belligerent Turks.
Communiques from Vichy and
Cairo today announced the signing
of the armistice, ending five weeks
of warfare between former allies,
at the Palestine port of Acre last

night.
It was described by Gen. 8ir
Maitland Wilson, commander of

the British, Indian, Australian and
Free French forces which had
thrust half a dozen columns deep
into Syria and Lebanon, as a
“painful but necessariy ceremony.”
“The whole proceedings,” he said,
“were carried out without acrimony
and with a will to produce satisfac-
tory results”
Reports from Hie zones where
the desert fighters were aligned
while the armistice was discussed
indicated, however, that ill f2eling
persisted between the rival armies.
Spasmodic shooting was recovded
at some points Saturday morning
several hours after a midnight ceas:
firing order went into effect. There
was little fraternizing among the
beaten Vichy French and the Al-
lied invaders.
“These territories were, until re-
cently, used by our main enemy to
our detriment,” Gen. Wilson sald
in a broadecast, “Our late ally saw
fit to oppose us in preventing this.
That opposition now has come to
an end,
“Negotiations in which we bave
been engaged should assure us a
bulwark of defence against the
German and a well-placed position
from which to deal with him.”

3. Are further cabinet changes
pending, particularly in regard to
reports it is planned to create a
ministry of economic warfare?
