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Prince Edward Island has few new
industries but it has one that is
comparatively new and also prosper-
ous. We refer to the black fox indus-
iry. It was some fifteen or twenty
years ago that the work began ina
small way by the discovery of a lit-
ter of young foxes, some of them
nearly black, in' the western part of
the Island. Even then it was known
that a genuine black fox, of good
size 'and with lustrous fur is the
most valuable fur-bearing animal in
the world.

The notion of keeping these young

ing the stoek, took: shape and after
patient trial has proved not only
profitable but lucrative. But at first
there were many losses from escapes
and from improper feeding. Nothing
short of a closely meshed wire fence,
‘high enough %0 prevent reynard from
jumping over it from the top of a
snow drift, and buried deep enough
in the ground to keep him from bur-
rowing under it, would enable the
fox farmer to retain ‘his precious
live stock in keeping. But these and
other difficulties have heen already
surmounted,

And there are foxes and foxes, the
common red fox whose pelt'is worth
but a few dollars, the silver grey of
mich greater consequence, worth
some hundreds, gnd- the so-called
black fox whose top value may reach
2,500 to §3,000 for a single skin.
The Guardian is informed that the
largest figure here named has al-
ready heen realised for one single
skin. And so it has come about that
notwithstanding the very consider-
able secrecy and reserve that has
been maintained by. the breeders, the
industry has .broadened out until
now there are not fewer than twenty
and some reports say as many as
forty firms or individuals now en-
gaged in fox farming.

The, object of the breeders is to per-
fect the stock as far as possible by
breeding only the best, which are, of

foxes ‘alive;, multiplying and imprdy- |

course the blackest of the tribe and
steadily eliminating all the lower
grades. In a litter of five to eight
which the ‘female fox brings forth
once a year may be found perhaps
one or two which when grown will be
of great value, while others of the
same brood may be comparatively
worthless. But careful mating has
now, as we are informed, established
a reliable strain that has command-
ed attention in the great fur market
of Loﬁdon in which some of our Is-
land fox breeders are able to com-
mand top prices. {

Alréady in more than one instance,
it is said, the sale of a :black - fox:
'skin of greater or less value has paid
oﬂ.a._ farm mortgage, or built a new
farm house, or paid a boy's way
through ‘college, bought the daughter
a piano, or provided her with a dow-
ry at marriage. And the business is
expanding and is capable of further
indefinite expansion.. Think of the
possibilities from such an industry.
The demand is far in excess of the
supply, especially for the best skins,
and it is quite within the bounds of
probability that black foxes of su-
preme value can be bred as true to
the laws of heredity as can Ayrshire
cattle, or any pure breed of horses,
sheep or swine.

When the breeders have all attain-
ed the skill and stock that some
have already gained, the industry
promises to become of large import-
ance. A kennel of good black foxes
is now worth many times all the
live stock on a good farm, and un-
der skilled care and attention will
multiply rapidly. Of course, the in-
dustry is yet in its pioneer stage,
but when it is expanded and perfect-
ed, may we not expect that hundreds
of black foxes each worth the price
of a farm will be produced yearly in
this Province. . And only 3,334 black

foxes at $3,000 apiece would pay the
price of a ten million Tunnel to the
mainland! As the late lamented Is-
rael Tarte once said, ‘‘Wait till you
see us then.’’

HOW PROTECTION

During the period of the nearest
approach to free trade in wool that
the United States ever enjoyed, be-
tween 1850 and 1860 the number of
sheep in the country almost doubled,
that is, to be accurate, they increas-
ed from 21,773,220 to 40,765,900.

Then it was claimed that duties on
wool would help the farmer by en-
couraging the raising of sheep.
Twenty years ago the McKinley tar-
iff was put on and the wool schedule
was afterwards raised by the Dingley
tarifi. And how about the sheep?
There are barely as many sheep in

the United States as there were
twenty years ago and the number is
declining. This year the number is
reported to be 293,705 less than last
year.

That is the way the tariff has stim-
ulated sheep-raising. As compared
with the population, the number of
sheep in the land was equal to 66
per cent. twenty, years ago and is
now down to 44 per cent. The taxes
have simply helped the shoddy indus-
try and killed out the sheep indus-
try. And it is working the same way
in Canada.

GIVE THE PEOPLE THE BALLOT.

With the approach of the new year
we come within striking distance of
the opening of the. Provincial Legis-
lature, for which gsome preparation
should be made. Some civic legisla-
tion is promised including a measure
to provide for vote by ballot, in
readiness for the election of Mayor
and Councillors a year hence. This
should . be got ready with any other
needed measures in good time and
due care. There are some Obvi-
ous reasons why the city bills com-
ing hefore the Legislature shall be
more carefully scrutinised than here-
