It was g
shrewd and humorous thrust they re-
cefved in reply: “‘Gentlemen, it js not
for me to express any opinion as to
the mreasures which Parliament in
its wisdom may see fit to pass, with
the object of developing the resour-
ces of your Province and increasing
its commerce. But I may, perhaps
be permitted to say that any meas-
ure intended to promote your pros-
perity and that of the Dominion will
not be less welcome to me than to
any of you.”

Lord Grey has been as successful in

the’ Umited States  as in Canada.
That was a master stroke of diplo-
macy, when in 1906 he wrote a let-
ter to the President, making formal
presentation of a portrait of Benja-
min Franklin, which had hung upon
his walls for 130 years, aver since it
had been carried off by his great-
grandfather, Major General Sir Char-
les Grey, during -the occupation of
Philadelphia, because, as he said,
““‘my sense of equity tells me that
there are higher laws than the law
of possession.’”” It is worth remark-
ing that this soldier-ancestor first
saw service as a subaltern under
Wolfe. He told the Americans, too,
how he had been privileged to enter
into the coveted circle of Mr.
Choate’s friends, how he had witness-
ed the results of the “‘lofty American
character of Mr. Phelps and Mr,
Bayard; how Mr. Liowell had left an
impression on his mind and heart,
‘‘by the music of his voice, the gen-
tle and humorous dignity of his man-
ner, the rare distinction of his mind,
and the beauty of his countenance.’’
When he reminded them. that ‘‘of the
one thousand years of Britain's pride,
nine-tenths are yours as much as
mine,””  thae was really nothing
more to be said; and it was no won-
der ‘'the toast was drunk standing
with cheers.””
In every movement towards the so-
cial good of Canada during the past
six years Lord Grey has taken a
part.  The campaign against tuber-
culosis has had no champion more
ardent. That splendid pageant at
Quebec which really did at last awak-
en Canadians to some realization of
the riches of their heritage shaped
itself first in his mind. And when
the battlgfelds at Quebec are finally
rescied from the squalor of a gaol-
site and the vandalism of a gun-
maker, we will remember it was
Lord Grey who pnpt the thought in
our hearts and the means in our
hands.

The one task above all others to
which Lord Grey has bent his mind
and dirg ted his heart was to com-
pose our sectional and national dif-
ferences. In an address before the
Toronto Club on. April 24th, 1906, he
gave formal expression to the “hope
that the clash of race and creed con-

CIVIL LIST OF BRITAIN'S XING,

The income of the Royal family, as
fixed by the Civil List Committee,
was announced in London last week,

The ' Committes states that the
provision made in 1901 was adequate,
but not more than adequate for the
proper maintenance of the dignity of
the Crown.

Queen Wlexandra, at the com-
mencement uf, the present reign, be-
came entitled to an annuity of £70,-
000, and it is proposed that a simi-
lar provision  should be made for
Queeil Mary in the event of Her Ma-
jesty surviving the King,

It is recommended that in the event
of the Prince of Wales marrying, an
allowance of £10,000 Per  annum
shonld be assigned to the Princess of
Wales.

The Committee also
that provision should bhe made for
granting an - annuity of €10,000 to
each of the King's sons on attaining
his majority, with a further annuity
of £15,000 on his marrying, and an
annuity of £6,000 to each “daughter
on attaining her majority or marry-
ing.

The charge for the present reign as
suggested by the Committee is £634,-
000, as against £621,000 for the late
reign, the apparent net increase of
£13,000 arising out of arrangements
