MADRID, Nov. 17.—A cabinet crisis
resulted to-day from'a debate in par-
liament on a bill for military reform,
propoged by Minister of War Lieuten-
ant General Echangue. “In the course
of the debate Count Romanones,
former Premier, said the annual army
budget had reached the figures of
about 300 million pesetas ($60,000,000)
which was spent for the maintenance
on a peace footing of an army of 146,
000 with 488 cannon. The Count
asserted that if the money was ex-
pended wisely it should provide for
Spain 40,000 more soldiers and 712
additional cannon. ‘He requested an
explanation of this discrepency.

Which is About to Embark
Upon the Building of
Huge Armada,

LONDON, Nov. 16—"I know no-
thing more disheartening than the
announcement recently made that the
United States—the:one great country
left in the world free from the hide-
ous, bloody burden of war—is about to
embark upon the building of a huge
armada, destined to be equal or second
to our own,” said Lord Rosebery, pre-
siding at the Rhodes lecture in the
University of London to-night.

“It means,” he added, *that the
burden will continue upon the other
nations and be increased exactly in
proportion to the fleet of the United
States. I confess that it is a disheart-
ening prospect that the United States,
so remote from the European. conflict
should voluntarily, in these days, take
up the burden, which, after this war,
will be found to have broken, or al-
most broken our backs.”
