revenue for the city.
4. The doing away with al) unnecessary offices.
5. The balancing of the city budget within a reason-
able time limit.

. I am assured that candidates will be nominated
in the several wards and all due efforts made for §
their election pledged to support and carry into effect
such -a policy. On that assumption I consent to be
nominated for the mayoralty, X

I appeal for support of such a policy to the plain,
ordinary, everyday people of our city, who must be
deeply interested in an effort to save it from ’inm-
cial disaster.

As I shall make no personal canvass, I take ad-
vantage of this opportunity to respectfully ask for
your support and confidence.

I fully realize that intelligent men and women
who understand the existing situation quite well will
have no wish to be urged or coaxed as to how they
should vote.
