the instructions of his chief, M.
R. 8. Hamer, chief of the cattle

depart-

" division of the live stock branch,

d at the request of different
\cattle - breeding associations of this
province, to investigate the market-
ing of Island cattle in Newfound-
lond, He was also asked by Mr, 8.
D. Irvine, sheep and swine pro-
moter, to interview a number of the
Newfoundland breeders with re-
gard to the sheep and swine situa-
tion.

Mr. Roper left Halifax on March
20th, by the steamer “Belle Isle”
reaching St. John's on the follow-

. Ing Friday. He stopped twelve hours

en route at St. Plerre, There he
interviewed & number of the im-
porters of live stock. For many
years Island cattle have been ex-
ported to St. Pjerre, and on the
“Belle Isle” was a shipment of beef
prov-
ince.

Mr. Roper found on enquiry that

i\uite a number of grade dairy cat-
it tle would be required in St. Plerre

during the summer at fair prices.
He got in touch with import'ng
and exporting firms and made oth-
er contacts, He found that the Is-
land, stock was not selling to such
good advantage as it has been sell-
ing in previous yeafs. A better
quality is desirable. A number of
catt'e are baing brought in from
Nova Scotia and Quebec.

On arriving at 8t. John's Mr.
Roper interviewed the Minister of
Agriculture, Hon, M. Walsh and his
deputy Mr. Butler. They at once
got in touch wtih farmers’ organi-
zations in the vicinity of St. John’s
and arranged: a live stock meeting
on Tuesday in British Hall. This
meeting Mr. Roper addressed, There
was a good attendance of farmers
who were well pleased with the re-
port which Mr. Roper had given
them regarding the quality and the
price of the Island cattle.

Formerly the Newfoundland De-
partment  of agriculture used to
import live stock and sell them to
the farmers, but this policy has
been abandoned.

Mr. Roper was furnished with I‘

full list of farmers, likely to require
good dairy cows, at different points
in the vicinity of St. John's, The
prospects are, he said, that during
the a able 1.

of dalry cattle from three to seven

e Years of age will be needed. Few,

‘riges
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if any, young bulls are be'ng asked
for as the farmers are carrying on
dairying practically on a produc-
tion basis, the young calves going
to outside districts which do not
send milk to the city.

Mr. Roper also attended meet-
ings of the milk producers of the
Crosby Butterine and Pasteurized
Plant and of the Harvey Butterine
Factory in St. John’s and East St.

_ John’s respectively. The patrons, (as

they would be called on the Island)
represent  differént sections of
oountry. The Impression formed
from their remarks were that they
will require quite a number of cat-
tle to replace In their herds stock

vhnt is low in production, They also

stressed the advisability of raising
the standard of butter fat produc-
tion rather than the quality of
milk. At present there is quite 8
keen compatition hetween the pro-
ducers of pasteurized and none-

' Pasteurized m'lk. Legislation is be-

Ing sought for making it compul-
sory for all milk in St. John's to

- be pasteurized before being deliver-

ed. Should this go fnto effect, 1t
might mean a reduction in the
fumber of dairy cattls required, as
Some of the milk dealers are not
eb'e to afforq pasteurized plants.

Mr. MDO!' drove by motor . ear

through a number of the farming
sections, visiting large dairy herds
and gathered much information on
market requirements. A consider-
able quantity of butter is exported
from Oanada and there should be
a good market here for the Island
product.

Mr, Roper was asked to send sam-
Ples of both Island butter and
cheese. He saw quite a number of
dairy herds near St. John'’s, Ayr-
shires, Holsteins and Jerseys, with
a few Guernseys. The foundation
stock for a number of these herds
was procured on Prince Edward Is-
land.

Mlik production in Newfoundland
per cow is considerably lower than
in this province. There is more
barn feeding of ocattle and not so
much pasturing done as here, The
cattle on the average were in as
good condition as he had seen in
any province. Some of the herds
had 25 to 30 milkers. The milk re-
talls in St. John’s from 16 to 18
cents a quart, according to grade,
compared to 6 and 8 cents in Char-
lottetown. Cream sells  there at
$1.60 a quaxt or 40 cents a half
pint.

There is no cow testing done in
Newfoundland and the farmers are
anxious to have the Department of
Agriculture take up this work and

respect as well as in the culling of
the herds. Double the number of
cows is actually needed to meet the
demand for milk in St. John's.

From St. John's Mr. Roper pro-
ceeded to Cornerbrook, the head-
quarters of the International Pulp
and Paper Plant. Here he visited
Humber Mouth, Petrie's Crossing,
Curling and other outports. The
prospects for marketing  cattle
tgere are not as good as in St.
John’s bzcause their herds ' are
amaller, At the plant of the Inter-
national Power and Paper Com-
pany & herd of fifty is being kept
to provide milk for the employees.
At times there have been 1800 at
work hut at present that: number
has been cut more than half. In
this section practically all food
supplies have to be imported. . A
considerable quantity had prev-
iously been shipped from Prnce
Edward Island but last year the
volume of trade was reduced to
one-third.

“I was given to understand,” said
Mr. Roper, “that Prince Edward Is-
land's_eggs, poultry and butter of
good quality would be in demand.
About two weeks before he reached
there an order for ten head of cat-
tle had been placed with a firm at
Quebec, The manager of the plant
has stated that next year he would
be in a. position to give an‘order
for quite a number of Prince Ed-
ward Island cattle. The tompany
had in mind the building of a much
larger barn, the intention being to
double their herd capacity as an
increased quantity of milk is need-
ed for their employees. The firm is
also intending to erect a large pig-
gery with a view of keeping a num-
ber of brood sows for the produc-
tion of young pigs, the ultimate
object being to cure ham and bac-
on, A large amount of this produce
is needed in the lumbering camps.

From Cornerbrook Mr. Roper left
by rail for, Port au Basque and
thence for home via North Sydney.
He had many inquiries regarding
Prince Edward Island bred horses,
princ’pally of the general purpose
class and saddlers, the reputation
of these having reached a high
point in years past.

‘The Department of Agriculture is
making a special effort this year
towards the placing of young pigs
among different farmers in order
to 'have them raise their own pork
and bacon in place of importing so
much of the prepared product. He
had been informed by Mr. Mitchell,
oné of the members of Parliament,
that his constituency alone would
require 400 hogs to supply his ter-
ritory. There will also be needed a
number of young brooding sows and
young registered boars for late
summer and fall delivery.

Mr. Roper pays a high tribute to
the great kindness and proverbial
hospitality of the Newfoundlanders.
In his investigations into market
conditions he was given every pos-
sible assistance from the agricul-
tural officials and others.
