FOREEY PICHAGE
WTES COMPLETELY
DEMORALED

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—The tremen-
dous export trade of the United States,
in - which the country leads the world
for the first time, was imperilled to-day
by an alarming drop in foreign ex-
change rates, notably sterling.

At the close of business to-night, the
Inglish  pound fetched $4.556% in
American money. This is a drop from
its normal value of 31% cents; from
its value of August 1 of 20'% cents,
and from its quotation last night of
5% cents, a twenty-four-hour break
in values with precedent. It marked
the lowest value yet recorded in an
excited market, where ecvery day
recently has set a new record of
depreciation; and it indicated that
sterling was headed downward with a
momentum and velocity that promised
to take it to levels unthought of ten
days ago.

In the face of this rapid deprecia-
tion, bankers here were wondering to-
night how much longer Great Britain
would pay the premium, and buy goods
in this market, which she can get
elsewhere where the value of her
money is greater. They were of the
opinion that American factories and
producers would feel that pinch if
rates went much lower; that cancella-
tion of war orders for everything ex-
cept what Great Britain cannot afford
to do without—powder and shot, rifles
and shrapnel, aeroplanes and automo-
biles—would follow; and that there
would be few new orders placed by
London in America except for positive
necessities.

The reason and the remedy seemed
clear in the minds of international
bankers here. The English pound has
become depreciated, they said, because
London has failed to provide a method
here of paying the big bills now com-
ing due to American shippers; the
remedy would be, they thought, to
establish quickly—very quickly, unless
sterling should become still further
debased—a mammoth credit loan in
this market. America does not want
British gold to pay for supplies; on
this point opinion was unanimous.
The vaults of Wall Street and the
banks in the interior. are already
choking with gold. More gold would
tend to create a period of enormous
inflation. i

What New York bankers want to do
is to lend Great Britain an enormous
sum of money, to be spent in paying
bills here, on approved collateral of
high-class American railway industrial
stocks and honds. This, it is believed,
will restore conditions to nearly nor-
mal. Apparently Great Britain intends
to adopt this course. Officially neither
Great Britain nor her financiers have
given an inkling to bankers here of
what they intend to do to remedy the
situation,

UP TO GERMANY
TO ALLOW GOODS
TO COME

WASHINGTON, Aug. 30.—The Brit-
ish Ambassador called at the State
Department personally to oxp]uin_ the
extent of the British  concessions,
which are especially intended to meet
the growing complaint of American
dimporters that the st

threatened by failu

made in Germany for

Austria,
which they had contracted.
Generally speaking, it is the inten-
tion of the British Government to per-
mit the passage through the blockade
lines of goods for which the American
importers have entered into contract

and

with German and  Austrian firms.
Heretofore it has been required that
the money shall have actually been
paid for the goods. Now, it will be
sufficient to show that they were
regularly contracted for, and that the
American importer is really the person
responsible for them, and title rests
with him. Goods valued at many
millions of dollars have accumulated
at Rotterdam and await transportation
to the United States. The order ap-
plies to these, but whether it will
extend to goods yet in German fac-
tories, but under contract for delivery
on this side of the Atlantic, is yet
undetermined.

The success of private interests in
London represented by special aftor-
neys in securing the release of about
$600,000 worth of such goods now on
the docks is explained at the British
Embassy here as due to the fact that
local attorney there were able to
secure and - present to the Dritish
authorities the proof required as to
the character of the goods and the
conditions of contract, Now it is
planned to permit American importers
to present proof at the British Em-
bassy here, which, it is believed, will
greatly facilitate importations,

The entire responsibility for the
helding up of dyestuffs of German
manufacture intended for America is
placed by the British authorities on
the German Governement, and it is
alleged that a contrary impresgion has
heen sought to be created because of
ill-feeling against Great Britain. To
set itself straight in this matter, the
British Embassy issaed the following
statement :— i

April 14, a formal notice was issued
by the British Govermnent that they

would allow vessels carrying two
shipments of dyestuffs which were
paid for by delivery in Germany of

certain cotton cargoes, to pass with-
out interference, provided the vessels
asiled under a neutral flag; that the
shipments were made from Rotterdam,
and the dyestuffs consigned to the
secretary of commerce for distribution
directly to the textile indusiries. This
offer, which was refused by Germany,
still holds good.”
