ROME, Oct. 6.—Reports from Sofia
state that the Russian ultimatum to
Bulgariax produced real alarm in poli-
tical and official circles.

The king conferred continually with
his’ ministers and parliamentary lead-
ers. There Is a desire to accept the
note of the entente and continue nego-
tiations, but it is now too late. More-
over, the Russian fleet is blockading
the Bulgarian ports on the Black Sea.
According to these reports the adhe-
sion of the opposing leaders to the
ministerial programme is apparent
only. ‘The attitude of the Bulgarian
clergy is resolutely pro-Russian and is
sald to be causing much concern.

A despatch from Sofia by way of
Bucharest to the Corriero Della Serra
confirms the report, that the Bulgarian
army is now completely in the power
of German officers, The ministry of
war and railways and the court afe full
of German officers and the king is sur-
rounded only by Germans.. According
tc this telegram, the king, immediately
after his tragic audience with the op-
position leaders, telephoned to Prem-
ier Radezlavoff.

“What is the government about if
the chiefs of the opposition are allow-
ed to insult and threaten the king in
his own palace?” he demanded.

Radezlavoff hastened to the palace
and found the king pale and trembling.
After a long interview Radezlavoff
convoked' 'hig followers .and also in-
vited the opposition to a conference,
whereat he announced that Bulgaria
had been utidble to accept the pro-

posals of the-éntente because theywere
concerned neither with Macedonian or

Greek territories nor with the Debrad-
ja. He also announced a military con-
vention with Germany and Austria for
the invasion of Serbia, declaring that
henceforth it would be impossible for
Bulgaria to retrace her steps.

These declarations achieved the de-
sired result. Ghenadyoff and his 25
colleagues remained silent. The
otherg declared that from the moment
when the drums sounded and the flags
were unfurled everyone must gather
to the support of the government.

The same day there was a demon-
stration in the streets with German
and Austrian flags.

The general belief in Sofia is that

an accord was signed long ago be-
tween Bulgaria, Germany and Austria
and that King Ferdinand will attack
Serbia with six divisions in the sector
of Valovatz, Nish and Pirot.
It is expected that Ferdinand will
send his Macedonian troops on to Var-
dar and destroy all rail communica-
tions with Saloniki, thus preventing
the. Allies from rushing help to the
Serbians.,

PARIS, Oct. 5.—Premier Bratiano,
of Roumania, already has twice in.
formed Bulgaria that the latter's mo-
bilization is regarded by the Buchar-
est Government as an unfriendly act,
says the Matin. The newspaper
adds: “Roumania from a military
point of view is ready for any even-
tuality, thanks to the blunder on the
part of Austria, who a month ago,
closed the frontier which gave Rou-
mania the required pretext for con-
centrating troops. Roumania thus is
safe from all surprise attacks.”

LONDON, Oct. 6.—There is little
change in the military situation on any
of the various war fronts. Reports,
which remain unconfirmed, are to the
effect that an Austro-German force,
variously estimated at from 100,000 to
500,000 men with 2,000 guns is pro-
ceeding through Southern Hungary to
attack the Serbians. Military obser-
vers here, however, assert it is prob-
able that a figure between these esti-
mates would be nearer the truth, de-
claring that there is no evidence of
any very heavy withdrawals of Teu-
tonic troops from the Russian front
and that' the western front is every
day demanding neéw drafts. These obs
servers say the Germans are not in
a position to withdraw many troops
from the Russian side and the armies
of Emperor Nicholas are making a

desperate effort to assume the initia-
tive in the fighting. On somé sectors,
Petrograd reports, the Russians al-
ready succeeded in doing this; besides,
it is asserted, they have now held up
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg’s drive
against Dvinsk for several weeks and
inflicted very serious losses on him.
Von Hindenburg is receiving reinforce-
ments with a view to making another
attempt to force his way through the
outer defences of the city.

In the west big guns are booming,
seemingly preparing the way for a con-
tinuation of the offensive of the Allies,
which the Germans will doubtless try
to forestall by an attack from their
side. :

In Champagne the French captured
the village of Tahure and the summit
of the Hill of Tahure, which is situ-
ated at a point in the second German

line of defence.

The Italians record another advance
‘coward Rovereto, which has so many
times been reported as evacuated by
the Austrians. Heavy losses were sus-
tained by the British and French in
their attempts to penetrate the Ger«
mans’ lines in France and a large num-
ber of men is required for operations
along the Euphrates River, in the Dar-
danelles and the Balkans. These oper-
ations have made necessary a further
appeal for enlistment of men through-
out the country. The Earl of Derby,
who is directing recruiting anq is re-
ceiving the assistance of labour organ-
igations in his work, has taken charge
of a campaign, the object of which is
to obtain at least 30,000 men weekly.
Should it fail it seems fairly certain
Parliament will adopt the National

Service Bill.

D SHORTAGE OF
HIGH EXPLOSIES

LONDON, Oct. 6.—The Daily Mail’s
political correspondent says the  re-
duction of high explosive shells re-
cently has shown very marked im-
provement. The difficulties of labor
resulting in restriction of output of
which there was for some time much
reason to complain, have within the
last fortnight largely disappeared. 1t
s not suggested that the maximum
output required has yet been reached
but the position is much better than
at any previous time since the war
began, and the result, to quote the
words of my informant, is that “we
‘are literally pouring shells into
France.”

NEW YORK, Oct. 5,—~Dr Richard P.

~ HAS RESIGNED

Mojority Vote.

PARIS, Oct. 6.—An Athens de-
spatch to the Havas Agency says:
“Premier Vanizelos' has resigned,
the King having informed him that he
was unable to support the policy of
his Ministry.”
ATHENS, via London, Act. 6.—Af-
ter Premier Venizelos had explained
to the Chamber of Deputies the cir-
cumstances connected with the land-
ing of Allied troops at Saloniki, the
Chamber passed a vote of confidence
in the Government. The vote was
142 to 102, with thirteen members not
voting.
The Opposition leaders attacked
the Premier bitterly. They accused
him of unnecessarily leading tlie
country into the war on the sid. of
the Allies. The Chamber wag in «
sion all night, adjourning '
o’clock this morning. .

ATHENS, Oct. 5.—(Via Pari. Oct.
6)—The resignation of Premier Ve-
nizelos was altogether unexpected. He
conversed with the correspondent of
the Associated Press at noon to-day
in a manner which indicated the ut-
most confidence in the future course
of his Government.

Meanwhile King Constantine came
to Athens from Tatoi, the summer re-
sidence of the Royal family, and sum-
moned the Premier to the Palace.
After a tense interview, in which
there was the plainest speaking, the
Premier proceeded to the Chamber of
Deputies, and announced that he had
again disagreed with the King, on the
foreign policy of the country, and had
presented his resignation and that of
his cabinet,

This announcement led to a scene
of wild disorder in the Chamber. The
city is greatly excited. There is much
discussion of the formation of a coali-
tion cabinet.

ATHENS, Oct. 6. via Paris, Oct. 6
—Crown Prince George and Prince
Nicholas and the members of the
Greek General Staff are hurriedly ar-
ranging to leave for Saloniki.

The same authority declares that
General Savoff, former Minister of
War, and former Commander-in-Chief
of the Bulgarian army, in concluding
a thrilling speech, said:

“Every Bulgarian who breaks away
from Russia commits an act of trea-
son towards his country.”

LONDON, Oct. 6.—A despatch frem
Amsterdam to Reuter’s Telegram
Company, says:

“The People’s Gazette of Cologne
understands that the Bulgarian Gov-
ernment probably will make no reply
to the Russian ultimatum. The re-
call from Sofia of all the Entente
Ministers, the newspaper says, is ex-
pected to-day and it adds that a de-
claration of war by Russia is con-
sidered possible.”

French editorial writers have hard
things to say of the King, whose Ger-
an connections always have made
him the object of some suspicion on
the part of those who sought the aid
of Greece for the Allied cause. It is
considered here that, while he signed
the mobilization order, and consented
to the landing of French troops at
Saloniki, he does not want to go to
war with Bulgaria, Germany’s ally.

It is pointed out that Bulgaria
wants Saloniki and Germany covets
Asia Minor.

The papers assert that Bulgaria, in
siding with Germany, is “digging the
grave of Helenism.” It is admitted
that the task of the Anglo-French
force has become harder, but the as-
sertion is made with equal emphasis
that it s not beyond their strength.

A Bulgarian attack upon Serbia is
expected very soon.

All' writers upon foreign affairs
agree that it is no time for recrimi-
nation. They recall that last April,
King Constantine, through M. Goun-
aris, who then was Premier, offered
the military co-operation of Greece to
the Allies, upon condition that no
Greek territory be ceded to Bulgaria.
While another line of policy was pre-
ferred, it is argued by the French
writers, that there is no excuse for
King Constantine’s present attitude,
and that it only serves to justify those
who urged the landing of Allied
troops at Saloniki last spring.
ATHENS, Oct. 6.—After his confer-
ence with King Constantine, Premier
Venizelos returned to the Chamber of
Deputies and made a statement of the
causes of the disagreement. He then
announced the resignation of the en-
tire cabinet. Sittings of the Cham-
ber were suspended.

BERLIN, Oct. 6, via London.—A de-
spatch from Sofia, dated October 4 to
the Zeitung am Mittag, says:
“Premier Radoslavoff of Bulgaria
to-day made the following declara-
tion to representatives of the Govern-
ment parties:

“‘We confront war and must de-
fend our national interests. We must
wrest from our enemies everything
they took from us two years ago, and
get satisfaction for every, insult.’ ”

ALLIES CHANCES
IN THE GREAT WAR

NEW. YORK, Oct. 5—A news agen-
¢y despatch from Berlin puhlished
here this afternoon says:

“In_the scale of human hazards,
the Allies have eighty chances in one
hundred of scoring a decisive victory
over the Germans when the general
offensive begins.”

This statement was made by Gen-

LONGEST STEEL ARCH IN WORLD

NEW. YORK, Oct. 3.—Engineers of
the New York Connecting Railroad
announced today that .the longest
steel arch contained in any bridge in
the world had been completed by_join-
ing the two ends of the great railroad
bridge over Hell Gate. The arch spans
a distance of 1,017 feet from the Long
Island Shore at Astoria to the shore
of Ward’s Island in the East River
and contains nineteen thousand tons
of steel. It is a part of elevated via-
duct and roadway under construction
to link the Pennsylvania and New
York, New Haven and Hartford rail-
roads, extending from Long Isand
City to Port Morris. "The whole
structure will cost $12,000,000.
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
