- HOSPITAL WORK

The following letter was received by
Mrs. Charles Lyons, Charlottetown,
from her nephew, Mr. Fred Foley, now
at the front in France:—
No. 2, Canadian General

France,
12, 5, 16.

My Dear Aunt Nellie,—It is now
quite late and we have had a busy
time since 5 a.m. but I am anxious to
get this letter off to you to-night be-
cause I know my weakness—procras-
tination—and goodness orlly knows
when the “Spirit will move me again.”
1 don’t write often, I know, but often
think of you all just the same. One
couldn’t be on this job and not be
mindful of home, and all the dear ones,
beHeve me. There is hardly a week
goes by but I write several letters for
the poor fellows here to their mothers
or sisters in all parts.

We are at last in France, and
though not up to the front—as indeed
I would like to be--yet quite near
enough to sce some awful sights. Real-
ly if I were to describe some to you,
you would be surprised to think one
could stand seeing and even working
over such cases, But one gets used
to it so that they are prepared for al-
most anything. ;i

Our hospital is for 1,000 beds—all
in tents—but last week we received
instructions to increase our capacity
to 1,600, which we are now doing.

Hospital,

The patients arrive here by train, |

right from the front at all hours of
day or night. They come in hundreds,
and all hands are on deck once the
bugle sounds. The poor fellows—some
in simply an awful state—are carried
into a big long tént where all parti-
culars, such as name, number, next
of kin, etc, are taken; from there,
then to their wards, wheré they are
fed, washed, (should say bathed and
in many cases scrubbed) and put to
bed. All their clothing is taken, fum-
igated, all linen washed, and in a
few days they are sent back to Eng-
land fairly clean. The evacuating to
England is almost as big a job as
the receiying—so much red tape.
There is no doubt but that the poor
fellows get the.very hest treatment:

Why it would astonish you, or even a’

medical  man, to see how well this

§ \
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hospital is equipped. We want for
nothing. The  food is, mighty good.
The patients all get stout, cigarettes,
and the real sick even get chicken. 1
have hagd my turn at the patients’
cook house as orderly sergeant, watch-
ing that everything is just right, and
everybody is satisfied—some job, be-
elieve me.

The Red Cross people are all very
good to us, too. We get all kinds of
goods for the patients. Really, to go
into our Red Cross tent is like going
into Timothy Eaton’s in Toronto.

By the way that reminds me—I saw
a box of nice shirts opened there about
two weeks ago, and there was a nice
little card in it from your Red Cross
at Charlottetown. I had intenderd
writing the president, but you know
how good I am at that business. How-
ever, they were very nice indeed and
I can assure you fully appreciated.

We have a P. E. I. Captain here with
us—Dr. McKay. There was another
Dr. Vessey, from Little York. There
are also I think, three sisters, as they
are called here—Rodd, Sharpe and
McLeod, the two latter from Sum-
merside; a Sergeant Foley from P. E.
Island, whom you know quite well,
besides two privates, Johnson from
Kensington, (his father is a minister
and, another chap from South Shore,
also named Ioley. Foley ‘is a first
clas sorderly—a mighty good man, as

For
a while after we’ arrived here they
had me at everything, office, corporal
of guard, looking for spies at 2 o'clock
a.m. who were signalling from our
banks to boats off shore—the “little
Corporal” and four men and no gun.
However, now I am in charge of a
Surgical Section, with 150 patients,
which with this new. change will be
increased to 200.

We are having the most beautiful
weather now but at first it was aw-
ful—very nearly as bad as Salisbury
Plains—of “blessed memory.” The
first few days we ‘roughed it"—one
blanket, sleeping here, there and
everywhere, and by George! it was
cold. Fin and dandy now though,; we
want for nothing. Remember me to
all my old friends. With best wishes,
