shal Rommel’s Marble Arch Land-
ing ground west of El Agheils, it
was announced.
" R.A.F. fighters, Jjoining the
running battle, stwot down the
seventh Messerschmitt. One Amer-
ican fighter did not return.

Marble Arch, namless until the
British so dubbed it for a London
west end landmark, is an advanced
Gennan airfield 40 miles back of
El Aghella.

‘Thinks Farm
Prices Should

prices, said Mr. Carlisle, At the
outbreak of the present w-y farm
prices were ohly on a parity with
those of 1914 and an increase of
32 per cent since then does not,
sald the speaker, appess unway-
ranted when the farmer's increas-
ed costs are considered. 'There
should be no further Increase of
farm prices, Mr. Carlisle held, but
the Government should take steps
to secure a reduction, where poss-
ible, in the costs of things the far-
mer needs.

Dealing with the industrial wa
situation Mr, Carlisle continued:

“Inflation of industrial wages is
creating a dangerous situation for
Jabor and others and must necess-
arity culminate In a crash as de-
vastating as or greater than that
catsed by the stock speculation of
1929. Wages, he sald, were at an
{all-time high at the outbreak of
war and have since iIncreased by
46 per cent up {i'l September, Af-
ter the war production will be back
