OTTAWA, Dec. 12 —The national
war services department yesterday
announced the formation of an ad-
visory board to control appeals for
funds for voluntary war work.

The board to be known as the
National War Charities Funds Ad-
visory Board, is headed by C. L.
Burton of Toronto, and includes a
representative from each province
as well as representatives of five
voluntary war service organizations.

Provision is made for subsequent
inclusion of representatives of other
organizations which mayv be given
authority to conduct national ap-
peals.
