Farmers are taking greater care in
marketing their hogs within the
Select weights.

REV. M. LEGATE
ADDRESSES

Following is the sermon delivered
by Rev. R. Moorhead Legate in St.

Daniel VI, 10—"“Now when Daniel
knew that the writing was s'gned,
he went into his house; and his
windows being open in his chamber
toward Jersualem, he kneeled upon
his knees three times a day and
prayed, as he did aforetime.”

Dr. George Matheson has said:
“The book of Daniel I regard as
beyond all things the young man's
guide book, the only book which
has deliberately po'nted - out the
quality which is essential to the for-
mation of character, It has set itself
to solve the problem, what is the
seoret of manlness, And the solu-
tion it gives is so original, so un-
conventional, and so confirmed by
modern experience that we may well
pause to study this phase of the

one of the ten thousand prisoners
of war whom Nebuchadnezzar, King
of Babylon, brought back home with
him from his victorious expeditions.
And, having arrived at Babylon,
Danjel established himself very
quickly and very surely in the good
graces of those who composed that
powerful foreign court. His winsome
and clever personality ra'sed him
step by step in the service of his
royal master, so that one honor
after another was bestowed on him;
and he eventually became prime
minister. Daniel's speedy preferment
provoked the jealousy of the young
native nobles. It was more than they
could bear to stahd by and see a
foreigner, an outsider, and a despis-
ed Jew to book, promoted over their
heads. And so they put their heads
together in a nefarious plan to de-

do not like to be told that we are !
sinners. We say we are just as good
as our ne'ghbors.
