London Letter

LONDON, June l6—“Lieutenant
of His Majesty’s Tower of London.”
That is a style and title which has
a fine old-time tang about it and,
somehow, the name of the new
lieutenant just appointed to that
office seems quite in keeping. Lieu-
tenant-General Sir Edmund Iron-
side is to succeed to that anclent
and picturesque post.

Sir Edmund predecessors in that
office must have had some excit-
ing times, and there has been a
long line of lieutenants to the Tow-
er.

What is now called the King's
house-within-the-Tower was buil
by Henry the Eighth—and the Tow
er was nearly 500 years old even
then—for the housing of his lieu-
tenant and was called “The Lieu-
tenant’s Iodging.” These lleuten-
ants of olden time were responsible
for the safe keeping of state pris-
oners, and I suppose they would be
to this day if we still kept unhappy
wretches fast bound in misery and
iron. When high treason was in
flower the lieutenants made a good
thing out of traitors of high degree
—as they usually were—by taking
them as ‘roomers,’ so to speak, In-
to the Lieutenant’s Lodging and
charging them high fees for the
scanty comforts of - those Goode
Olde Dayes of Merrie England,

In these prosaic times the duties
are but nominal. There goes Wwith
the post which is by no means ex-
cessive and a right to two months
residence in the King's House, &
right not necessarily exercised, as
the Major-and-Resident Governor
of the Tower is its customary occu-
pant.

Speaking of the Tower of London
one of the many quaint ceremonies
of which it is the scene took place
there the gther night in the Wake-
field Tower. In that tower in the
