There is no greater favorite for
the tea hour than hot spicy cinna-
mon toast. It will do credit to the
tea you select thoughfully and brew
with care—two things for which ‘ou
will be rewarded in the delicately
fragrant cup of this favorite bever-
mge that you pour for honored
guests or for fortunate family.

Sieve the flour and salt, and rub
in the butter, add the dry ingre~
dients, add the egg and enough
milk to make a soft dough; turn
out on a floured board, knead light-
ly to a smooth round ball, roll out
half an inch thick, cut in rounds,
place on a hot baking tray, and
bake in a hot oven for ten to fif-
teen minutes.
