Chatham Saved
From Flood Disaster

(C.P. By Guardian's Special Wire)
CHATHAM, Ont, April 20 —
Warm drying winds and bright sun

today saved Chatham from flood
disasters that the Thames river
visited upon London and other

municipalities to the east.

“We were lucky,” said Thomas
Kingston, city manager and water-
works superintendent. “If we had
had another. day like yesterday
when it was either raining or driz-
z1'ng, nothing we could have done
would have saved the waterworks
plant or stopped extensive damage
throughout the city.”

More than 2,000 sand bags were
used in erecting two levees at the |
waterworks plant to keep the river |
from flooding in and causing dis-
continuance of all water service.
The floods ate past the first barri-
cade and into the plant itself. But
auxiliary pumpers were used all last
night and today to keep the water
from the electric motors.

Not more than 10 houses in the
city were damaged seriously by the
flood, although hundreds of homes
and business establishments report-
ed flooded cellars. Along only two
or three streets did the flood sweep
into the living quarters of houses.
About 50 persons evacuated their
homes when the waters reached
their doorsteps.

Longshoremen Work
Without Interference

MONTREAL, April 29—(CP)--1In
a lull after an outburst of water-
front violence,- longshoremen went
to work without interference to-
night aboard the freighter Ken-
bane Head, storm centre of -a pit-

ched battle between rival labor
unions earlier in the day. |
Fifty police patrolmen, massed |

in a platoon at shed 13, watched
the men of international long-
shoremen’s association local No.
375 begin work on the freighter
at 7 pm. Another 10 mounted
officers rode up and down watch-
ing against disturbances.

But there were none, though
between 500 and 600 members of ILA:
local no. 373—barred from work by
the contract held by 375—milled
about in a throng across the road
from the Kenbane's pier. The big
crowd made no attempt to bar the
men of 375 from the ship, as they
had done this afternoon.

At that time, two years of wat-
erfront war came to a head as
members of 373 barricaded them-
selves in shed 13 and, with fists
and other weapons, cut off the
other longshoremen from the ship.

Before the tussle was quelled by
harbor . police and riot squads
from the city force, one man had
gone to hospital with severe head
injuries, many more had suffered
minor bruises, and a police horse
had been killed.

Harry Bogue, 29, a 375 foreman
and son of its secretary, was tie
injured man.

The horse was shot after a leg
had been broken when it was
crushed beneath a heavy cargo
gangway upset as police and men
battled through the shed.

The British committee for Spai-
ish relief disclosed its evacuation
plan after conferences with Senor
Lizaso, leader of the Basque dele-

tion in London.
mA member of the committee left
for Bilbao by airplane to arrange
removal of the first contingent of
refugees to temporary homes in
Britain, France and other coun-
tries.

During conversations between
London and Paris, it was decided
that the evacuation can be carried
out if the Basques and Gen,Fran-
cisco Franco's Insurgent govern-
ment agree to the following terms:

1—Basque authorities must as-
sure the British and French con-
suls at Bilbao that political reas-
ons will not dictate the choice of
the persons to be evacuated. The
Bilbao government also must in-
form the consuls how many sh}ps
they are in a position to provide
for the evacuation and when the
boats will be ready.

2—The 1Insurgent government
must ‘agree not to molest the ships
transporting the refugees from Bil-
bao to St. Jean de Luz, France.

Diplomatic circles said there had
been some misunderstanding be-
tween Roberts, Liberal M. P, and
the foreign office regarding aid to
be given the evacuation fleet hy
British warships. Roberts said the
navy was preparing to ‘ald the
evacuation, but the foreign office
was believed unwilling to put the
fleet in motion before the desired
assurances are received from the
two parties in the civil war.

Sir Henry Chilton, ambassador
to Spain now at Hendaye, France,
has been instructed to request as-
surances from Salamanca that no
naval or air action will be-taken
against Bilbao during the embark-
atlon and transportation of the
refugees.

It the reply from Salamanca is
favorable, the French and British
consuls at Bilbao will proceed with
the evacuation. Basque circles in
London said the Bilbao govern-
ment intends to the
refugees on Basque boats protect-
ed by French and British war-
ships.

At 8t. Jean de Luz the refugees
will be turned over to a private
Anglo-French relief committee.

The refugees are expected to be
equally divided between France and
England, with private organiza-
tions providing for their food,
clothing and shelter.

Congress Approves
Legislation To Keep
 United States Neutral

(C.P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)

WASHINGTON, April 20 — New
legislation to keep the United States
neutral in’ war time and containing
a provision that could prevent ser-
jous disruption of Canadian-Ameri-
can trade should Canada and Brit-
ain be engaged in a war which of-
fered no threat to American neu-
trality, received quick Congressional
approval today.

Leaders immediately made plans
to fly the bill to the destroyer tak«
ing President Roosevelt on a Golf
of Mex:.co fishing trip because they
wanted his signature on the meas-
ure before the existing neutrality
law expires Saturday night.

Chief feature of the bill, the
“cash and carry” clause would give
the President discretionary power
during the next two years to pro-
hibit shipment of any goods to war-
ring nations until title to them has
been transferred to the purchasers.

The Senate wanted the plan to
go into operation immediately war
broke out but the House wished to
lodg: some discretfon with the
President in putting the system into
operation. \

As worked out in conference, the
measure would require the Presi-
dent to use the cash and
system whenever he found that step
necessary “to promote the security
or preserve the peace of the United
Btates or to protect the lives
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commerce of citizens.” :

Conferees agreed to give him dis-
cretion in order that trade with
Canada, for instance, might not be
destroyed unnecessarily in case the
Dominion were allied with Britain
in a war that offered no threat to
United States neutrality.

In addition the President would
be allowed to make any limitation
and cixceptions he might see fit in
respect to “lakes, rivers and inland
waters bordering on the United
States, and as to transportation on
or over lands bordering on the

United States.” ¢
National Govt. Wins
One Seat,Loses Other

LONDON, April 20—The Na-
tional Government held one House
of Commons seat but lost another
in two by-elections today.

Labor  captured Wandsworth
Central but the traditionally Con-
servative seat of West Birming-
ham, held by the late Sir Austen
Chamberlain for more § than 20
years and by his father before him,
remained in the Government fold.

Major H. L. Nathan won Wands-
worth Central by a majority of 485
votes. He obtained 12,406 to 11021
for Rolend Jennings, Conservative.
In 1935 the late Sir Harry Jack-
son received 14,728 votes to 10,405
for ¥, W. Davis, Labor, a Con-
cervative majority of 4,323.

Major Nathan was formerly 8
Liberal member of the House of
Commons for Northeast Bethnal
Green. His opponent is an estate
agent.

Walter Higgs, a city councillor,
won the West Birmingham seat by
a majority  considerably reduced
f-'m that given 8ir Austen Cham-
berlain, former Foreign Secretary,
in 1935,
