(The Mussolini affirmation was
strengthened by movement of troops
to the border, but such action is not
expected by any other big power.)

NAZIS REVEAL WEAKNESS

“It is agreed that it is the widest
policy now to let the Nazis stew in
thelr own juice.” Said one source
close to the British Government,
“They harmed themsclves immeas-
urably by showing how weak they
really are—much weaker than were
the Socialists whom Dollfuss smash-
ed last February and by forcing an
estrangement between Germany and
Italy which may be expacted to
gradually widen in the future.”

It was said that even should it be
established that the German Gov-
ernment was involved in yesterday's
putsch it was extremely unlikely any
action would be taken under the
Versailles Treaty by which Germany
was pledged not to interfere with
Austria.

In a speech in the House of Com-
mons, Sir John Simon belittled the
Nazi strength in Austria and em-
phasized Britain's stand for inde-
pendence of the Danubian country.

His statement was amplified by
another source which charged that
the seizure of the radio station in
Vienna yesterday was a sign for a
nation-wide Nazi uprising and that
more than 80 percent of the people
showed their lack of interest in the
Nazis by passively, at least, support-
ing Dollfuss.

Earlier Sir John had visited the
Austrian minister, extending his con-
dolences and receiving an account of
the killing of the Chancellor.

DR. RINTELEN SHOT

Dr. Anton Rintelen, Minister to
Rome and for years a prominent fig-
ure in Austrian politics, was said by
his wife to have been fatally shot
in the jail cell to which he was tak-
en because his name was connected
with yesterday's putsch.

While the government press bur-
eau denied Rintelen was dead, other
quarters said he had committed sui-
cide. His wife said he was “murder-
ed” and that he died in hospital af-
ter wiring a note saying “I am in-

ocent.”
nHow many men fell in Styria,
where the Nazis held several towns,
could not be determined.

Prince Ernst von Starhemberg, 35-
year-old leader of the loyal Heim-
wehr (home guard) which supported
Dollfuss, rushed back from Venica
and took charge of the government.
He stepped from the vice chancel-
lorship to the position left v.u-ur?t
by the Nazi bullets which killed his
diminutive but courageous chief.

On the Italian border, 48,000 sol-
diers of Premier Mussolini were
ready to dash in to protect, if need
be, the independence of Austria un-
der the leadership of Prince Ernst
von Starhemberg, standing in Doll-
fuss’ stead.

Many of the Nazis — from the
farms of the hinterlands — fought
without knowledge that the govern-
ment was still in the hands of the
Fascists,

They thought yesterday's putsch
at Vienna overthrew the government
and placed Dr. Anton Rintelen, pro-
Nazi, at the head of a new cabinet.

REBELS LOSE GROUND

The government was not uniform-
ly successful against the Nazis, al-
though it appeared from reports
reaching here that the rebels were
losing ground.

In Styria first reports said 280
dead, and other casualties were re-
ported from various sectors.

Artillery was brought into action |
for the first time since the Socialist
civil war in February as the farmers
in the provinces of Styria and Car-
inthia mobilized in great numbers.
