“It is a great sight to see them (the Ca-
nadians) whev they are going over the top,
all talking and laughing; but no one hear-
ing because of the noise of bursting shells,
machingiifanfire, and the booming of guns
away in the rear. * * * Qur . boys have
the right spirit and that is more than I can
say about the Germans. The last bunch we
took were.all ages and all shapes and were
scared nearly to death. The only time you
can see a smile on the face of a German is
when he“is<locked-tp in a cage behind the
lines when he knows he is out of the war
for good.”

The above is an extract from the letter
of a Canadian.boy, who has been at the
front since last October and has seen many
of the battles which have taken place since
then, to his home in Charlottetown.

It is'‘quoted to show a type of the Cana-
dian spirit that'has been evolved by the
war. This boy, like many thousands of
other Canadians, after some months of pre-
paration, suddenly.found himself in the
midst of the horrors of war. He, like others,
had hitherto seen' death’ only in its peace-
‘tul form, amid solicitous friends and all
the ameliorations with which love, could
surreund the dying. Here was death by
violence, bodies shattered, mutilated, bu-
ried alive; here were men going out to
meet this death or mutilation, “talking and
laughing,” apparently care-free but each
knowing in his heart that at any moment
after “going cver the top” the fate that had
overtaken so many.others might overtake
him. = And it was ‘‘a great sight” to this
boy to see how they did it, to see that they
were not afraid,: that they were not co-
wards, that, unlike the German who could
‘only “smile” when he found himsglf a pri-
soner and “out of the war for, good,” these
could go “over. the top” with a smile on
their lips to meet whatever there was to
meet. . ' P _

How are we to account for this spirit
among' the Canadians, a spirit which has
been referred to with pride in thousands of
letters from the front, and a spirit too that
Has evolved for the most part out of the
easy going, peace loving life that we have
lived for generations? 3

Undoubtedly there is back of it the stern
military discipline that has made soldiers
of men and boys who heretofore had known
little of svldiering and less of war. But
back of the discipline and dominating it is
the ingrained sense of justice and right-
eousness, the instinctive religion of huma-
nity, latent heretofore and perhaps unre-
cognized. Inspiring the boys is the assur-
ance that their cause is right, that they are
fighting oppression and tyranny and inhu-
man cruélty. that they are trampling out a
fire that is threatening the lives and the li-
berties of the civilized world. This it is
that carries them “over the top” with a
smile on their faces; the want of it that
causes the'German slave, fighting he knows
not why, to smile when he gets locked up
in the cage behind the lines and knows “he
is out of it for good.”

This spirit among our boys has been
rawakened by constant touch with duty
well done, their own and that of others, It
is different with us-at home where sacrifice
has not touched us, where dutv means hel-
ping ourselves, not others. The war will
have left ‘us a different people: ‘those ‘who
have felt its breath and have gone through
its fire cannot but be better men. ' What of
