8Soon after the alarm was sound-
ed numerous calls for help were re-
celved at “switchboard” by members
of the Office Administration Sec-
tion, and written messages were ve-
layed by them to the members of
the Motor Tri Section who
detatled the stretcher squads to the
resses given.
In response to these calls gtretcher
squads of the Motor Transport Seo-
tion went out to collect the casual-
ties. (Moore & McLeod's and Sterns’
Laundry generously loaned their
delivery trucks for use a8 ambul-
ances). The girls handled these
trucks very efficlently. For ex-
jample, one squac arrived at <‘he
scene of casualty one quarter of a
‘mile away, rendered first aid treat-
ment for a broken thigh bone, lifted
the patient on to the stretcher and
into the ambulance, and returned
to their post within twenty minutes.
In two shifts members of the
Office Adminisration Section took
posts at the three Casualty Clear-
ing Centres and Headquarters to re-
gister the walking wounced and the
stretcher cases brought in by the
Motor Transport Section. The whole
sectlon thus had a chance to be-
come familiar with tM9 routine to be
followed in practice blackouts or
actual raids.
