The late civil war in the United
States imposed such eonditions -on
many of the young men.

As night after night the waves
dashed on the shores of Patmos
might they not have suggested to
John that great conflict that was
then raging between Christianity
and heathenism? What more nat -
ural since as the result of this
very conflict he is here a prison-
er? Long and fierce was the strug
gle between Christianity and heath-
enism. Thousands of noble lives
were vielded up in the conflict but
Christianity has abundantly demon-
strated its power to triumph, It
has raised humanity to the highest
andard that the world has aver
seen and promises to the Chrisuan
that glorious inheritance - which
John beheld in his vision on Put-
mos.

Today as in the ages past the
conflict is raging between the king-
dom of light and the kingdom of
darkness, between righleousness
and sin.
