Shifts of high- Russian officials
often foreshadow changes in pol-
icy, but whether Joseph ' Stalin’s
latest move indicates a change in
foreign po'icy remains to be seen.

Nevertheless, Molotov had been
premier nine years when he sup-
planted Foreign Commissar Maxim
Litvinoy, advocate of Russian col-
laboration with France and Bri-
taln and champlon of collective
security,

This was early in April, 1939,
when for some time there had
appeared to be conflict between
Litvinov's diplomacy and that of
Molotov. Tt was known that Molo-
tov favored collaboration with
Germany, and in August of that
vear the sensational reverse of
Russlan foreign po'icy exploded on
the world in the form of the Rus-
slan-German non aggression pact

Last February, Molotov’s wife
was dropped as a candidate for-the
Communist party’s central commit-
tee, and some observers saw in
this act the beginning of his de-
cline,

More recently, when Japan and
Russla signed thelr neutrality
treaty, Stalin himself attended the
ceremony and was sald in some
reports to have embraced the
Japanese Forelgen Minister, Yo-
suke Matsuoka, when he rson-
ally went to the station g see
him off,

The 50-year-old Molotoy has for
two years been the chief spokes-
man of Stalin’s policy. But of
late, Stalin has dropped his pro-
verbial silence and only Monday
he made his second speech In less
than a month, :
