is expended on them, That i8 our
policy laid down from the begin-
ning, and that policy is on record.
It is 'what we put before the people
during the ‘last election campaigu,
and on which we came into power,
and that is the policy now, as
Government, which we intend to
carry out, (Alpplause.)

‘We all know that the term “per-
manency” is a relative one. But
what we did condemn and still con-
demn in the Bell Goverhment is
the lavish and extravagant expen-
diture of borrowed money on elab-
orate clay roads which will not live
or two years without additional
lavish expendfture by way of up-
keep. That policy we do not intend
to follow, but T believe, under the
conditions that it is sound, econo-
mical and sane financial policy to
borrow money to a limited amount
for the purpose of constructing the
permanent parts of our highways,
and which ‘will ultimately relieve
current expenditure from year to
year.
