PARIS, Nov. 156.—The European
chancellories expect this week events
of tremendous importance which will
clarify notably ' Greece's plans. and
Italy’s intention.

For the present public interest is
switched from Roumania, thowgh only
temporarily. ~ Statesmen and diplo-
mats find no comfort in the latest
news from Athens and Saloniki, and
lean strongly to pessimism regarding
King ConstAntine’s attitude.

The Allies’ good will towards Greece
hinges on whether she will disavow
the threat of one of her new ministers
to disarm the Serbian, French and
British troops who, in forthcoming
battles may be thrust back across the
Greek border.

Athens correspondents warn the
French Government that the Greek
cabinet has considered this qiestion

and that the Allies will do well to as-|

sume that THE DECISION HAS
GONE AGAINST THEM. It seems
¢probable that the Venizelist party will
declare an electoral strike and refuse
to go to the polls on December-19.

Ninety Venizelist deputies under 44
years of age and liable for military
service have been refused a month’s
leave for the electoral campaign by
the Minister of War. "

From the viewpoint of the Allies an-
other piece of bad news is. that re-
cording the visit the other day to King
Constantine of a German military
commission, consisting of the son of
General Von Buelow, Baron Von Fal-
kenhausen and Colonel Von Erbseiner,
who were conveyed by a Greek gun-
boat to Athens.

That the Venizelist influence has
received its death blow through the
dissolution of parliament is the gen-
eral opinion, but if, profiting thereby,
the king should proceed to order his
army to attack the Allies after the
Venizelist Government had summoned
them to Saloniki, be not surprised if
the Allies for once resorted to Ger-

stating that a powerful Anglo-French
battleship squadron is being held con-
stantly under steam at Malta.

The only piece of reassuring news
from Greece comes from a Switzer-
land diplomatic source. Austro-Ger-
man diplomats protested to King Con-
stantine last week against ‘Greece's
continued failure forcibly to prevent
the Allies from landing troops on
Greek soil. The German minister said
that the Kaiser was ready to finance
Greece if the king would act in this
sense. King Constantine replied:

“Greece will remain neutral until
one or the other of the belligerents
ceases to respect her rights. Saloniki
is a free port and the landings con-
stitute no violation of our neutrality.”

Italy is confidently expected this
week to supply a reason why King
Constantine hould keep the sword
sheathed unless he intends to draw
it ultimately against Bulgaria.

ITALY IS ON THE EVE OF ACT-
ING IN THE BALKANS, is the an-
nouncement made to-day by Figaro
and the Petit Parisien. *“The only
question is whether she will strike
from Albania and Montenegro or sal,
oniki.”

Events have forced Italy’s hand, it
is declared, by disclosing that both
Austria and Bulgaria are driving for
the Albanian coast.

Once permanently installed in Al-
bania, Austria could render Itatian
possession of Trieste valuless from a
strategic viewpoint, since the presence
of Austrian at Valona would mean
the bottling up of the Italian fleet in
the Adriatic. From the ports of San-
| ta Quaranta, Durazzo and Valona good
roads converge on the Kossovo plain
where the Serbian army is likely to
make its most desperate stand.

LONDON, Nov. 15.—Intimation from
the Greek Government that any En-
tente Allied troops seeking refuge in
Greek territory will be disarmed has
been the cause of considerable anxie-
ty to the Entente Powers. Conse-
quently Field Marshal Earl Kitche-
ner's near east visit gains added im-
portance. According to belated de-
spatches received from Athens, Greece
bases' her decision on International
law while the Entente Ministers con-
tend that the right accorded the
troops to enter the counry through
Saloniki permits them to retire by
the same route should it become ne-
cessary for them to do so, the Minis-
ters demanding that Greece unequivo-
cally define the attitude she will ob-
serve should such an eventuality pre-
gent itself. Besides the claims to hos-
pitality which the Entente Allies de-
clare they have on Greece in view of

This, it is
contended, binds the Greek people to
the Entente Allies should King Con-
stantine overrule the constitution
which the followers of Venizelos insist
he did when he dissolved the Cham-
ber. It is suggested in some quarters
that King Constantine would be re-
minded that his retention on the
throne fo Greece depends on the con-
tinuance of friendly neutrality with
the Powers.

The Germans, on the other hand,
are declared to be assuring the Greek
Government that Greece will be pro-
tected against the Entente Allies
should that country support the Cen-
tral Powers, that evidence of the abi-
lity of Austria and Germany to do
this are the despatching of more sub-
marines to the Mediterranean which
could be used against a fleet threat-
ening Greek ports. Meantime the
fight for Serbia is proceeding without
abatement.

The Austro-Germans and Bulgarians
claim repeated successes, but it is
apparent that their progress is slow,
the Serbians having reached their
mountain fortresses in Central Serbia
and the roads or want of roads making
it difficult for the invaders to bring up
their artillery with which they always
bagk up their infantry. In the south
there is little or no change. In the
district north-east of Uskup the Ser-
bians are still holding the Katchanik
defile barring the Bulgarians from the
great plain of Kosovo, while to' the

several times. The, Bulgarians recap-
tured Tetovo yesterday, but a report
received at the Serbian legation to-
night says the Serbians again have
occupied the town. The Bulgarians |
are reported to have great forces
south-west of Veles, where they hope
to check the French advanée ‘on that
town and in the direction of Babuna
pass farther west.

There has been a revival of hard
fighting on the western front. The
Germans claim to have captured 300
metres of trench, while the French re-
port the repulse of German attacks
against the Labyrinth in Artois, also
against Tahure and/ Champagne.

The Russians continue their offen-
sive west of the Riga and are making
an effort to secure control of the rail-
way which connect Mitan and Windau,
Farther south they have attacked the
Germans near Smorgen on the railway
running eastward from Vilna, This
attack was probably undertaken to
prevent the Germans from sending re-
inforcements to the Riga sector. The
Germans claim to have driven the
Russians back across the Styr ricer.

The Italians continue the offensive
against the Austrians, The Vienna
reports, like the preceding ones, say
the offensive has’ failed. British forces
in 'Mesopotamia are reported to have
been two weeks at Agoasizecho, forty
miles by road from Bagdad.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16.—A protest
against the sinking of the Italian liner
Ancona by a submarine was handed
to Secretary of State Lansing to-day
by the Italian Ambassador, Count V.
Macchidi Cellere. The protest was in
the form of a denouncement cabled
from Rome declaring that without
warning or without ' observing the
military rights accompanying a right
of search, the  submarine opened fire
on the unarmed passenger liner, reck-
lessly shelling the wireless apparatus,
decks and boats, killing and wounding
many passengers. The denouncement
was presented to all neutrals. In it it
is stated that many passengers swim-
ming in the sea approached the sub-
marine in hope of rescue, but were
driven off with jeers. It concluded as
follows: “The Royal Government re-
gards it as a duty to denounce with
solemnity to all nations the circum-
stances described above. Their sen-
timents of justice and humanity will
cause them without doubt to judge as
it deserves the conduct of an enemy
which, are obviously contrary to the
