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Great British Strike Came To An End Yesterday

Airship Norge Dupli-
cated Within Three
Days the Feat of

Lieut.-Com. Richard
Byrd. '

NEW YORK, May 12.—The air-

ship Norge, gecond aircraft in his-

tory to fly over the North Pole,
was on its way to a landing field,
at Nome, Alaska, today, the 45th
birthday of Lincoln Ellsworth, New
York, one of the expedition’s lead-
ers.

The great balloon duplicated
within three days the feat of the
three engined aeroplane Miss Jo-
sephine Ford ,piloted by Lieut.-
Comm, Richard Byrd, with the dif-
ference that Com. Byrd returned
to King's Bay, Spitzbeysen in a 1,
600 mile nonstop flight, while the
Norge continued a 2,750 miles
journey toward Nome.

Roald Amundsen, commander of
the third expedition to reach the, |3
North Pole and the first human,
being te reach the. South Pole,'
wirelessed yesterday to Ralph Lo-,
men, Norwegian Consul at Nome,
to have 100 men ready to lawer
the dirigible. He said he would
keep Mr. Lomen advised of pro-
gress by radio and the Consul had
four anchors, known as ‘“dead
men” placed in readiness fo hold
the ship down,

The Norge left Spitzbergen at
10 am. Norwegian time, or 5 a. m.

LONDON, May 12—The British general
strike was called off today.
Announcement of the settlement was

made from Downing Street where the
General Council of the Trades Union Con-
gress met Premier Baldwin and his Cabinet.

The Cabinet Ministers were told of Lab-
or’s decision to end the conflict by Arthur
Pugh, Chairman of the Trades Union Coun-
cil. :

The General Council of the Trades Un-
ion Congress called off the strike in order to
resume negotiations. ™

Telegraphic instructions to this effect
were being sent to the unions throughout
the country this afternoon.

Announcement Made From 10 Downing Street

LONDON, May 12—The Great British general strike was called off|
today.

The Trades Union'Congress which initiated the movement in sym-
pathy with the striking miners, visited Premier Baldwin. and his Cab-
inet Ministers at No. 10 Downing Street at noon and announced that the
strike was over, :

This action was taken, Chairman Arthur Pugh said, in order to en-
able resumption of the negotiations for settlement of the miners’ griev-
ances, which negotiations the Government had declared could not be
resumed while the general strike lasted.

The Trades Union Congress forthwith dispatched telegrams to this
effect to the affiliated wnions throughout the country,

The individual unions, before acting, must await definite instruc-
tions from thek own executive councils: iHowever It is expected the
Trades Union Congress instructions will have quick effect and that the
wheels of industry stilled, since last Monday midnight will begin to turn
again almost immediately. g
