Why Prices Increase

A correspondent in a mainland exchange gives
e striking illustration of the economic fact that
the cost of living, like that of everything else
with certain exceptions, is based on cost of pro-
duction, and that a general increase in wages
cannot keep pace with a consequent increase
in the cost of living. Many people appear to
be at a loss to understand why this is so. In
the figures given below, “normal cost” is manu-
facturer's cost of an article, plus profit, be-
fore the cost of production has been increased
by an increase in waees. Round figures are
used for the sake of conveniences:
