To date almost 450 applications
have been received by the office of
the Superintendent of Bankruptcy
and\the operation of the Farmers'
Auditors’ Arrangement Act has
hardly started, In the Province of
Saskatchewan alone, reports from
the Official Receivers to the end
of October would indicate that they
had interviewed over 1,500 farmers,
the majority of whom are likely to
make proposals under the Act, and
bear in mind that the operation of
the Act has but commenced. Now
you are interested in our experiences

to date. Are they encouraging or
are they discouraging? They are
both. Let us take the discouraging
features first. When gyou find one
of the parties, either debtor ' or
creditor, taking the attitude of re-
fusing to see any merit in the con-
tention of the other side, refusing
to concede and inch, refusing to
make concessions, refusing to make
counter proposals, then you will
agree that it is discouraging, and
we have those opses. The attitude
adopted by some creditors in this
connection is distinctly improving
and T would point out that success
for the legislation must come from
‘co-operation on the part of the
creditors just to the extent it de-
pends on co-operation on the part
of the debtors.

You may wonder why so much
iron is used by physicians either in
pill form or injected into the skin,
because you know that a number of
common foods are very rich in iron.

These
cereals, although “refined’ 'are all
good “energy” foods, but lack some-
what in iron.

Iron is required by every cell in
the body. Not a great amount is
needed daily and in the great maj-
ority of cases about 25 per cent
more than is needed is supplied by
the average everyday diet.

However there are some indivi-
duals who do not seem able to
absorb enough iron from the every-
day diet—rich as it may be in iron
—and it is these individuals who
must be given iron pills or iron in-
Jections in order to give the blood
the iron it needs with which to build
and maintain the cells,
