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Precious Time Passing

It is most unfortunate that the dredging op-
erations at Wood Islands could not have been
completed before the arrival last week of the
second steamer, the Charles A. Dunning. The
result, according to the ferry company of-
ficials, has been the grounding of the Dunning
at low tide and conscquent tieup for repairs
for a few davs. There is no guarantee that
this will not happen again if she attempts to
dock at low tide, with consequent disruption of
the service for perhaps a longer period.

It is understood that the Dominion Depart-
ment of Public Works is placing a second
dredge on the job. These dredges, however,
are not equipped for speedy work. The dif-
ficulty now is for them to operate near the
wharf while the ferries are making regular
landings and departures at two-hour intervals.
What is needed, it would seem, is a big fast-
working suction dredge, of the kind which has
been in operation at Borden. Might it not be
possible to obtain the use of this equipment for
a few weeks for the Wood Islands job? Per-
haps the Porter Company which operates it
would take over the contract. So far as the
public is concerned it matters not at all who
does the work,—the thing is to have it done at
once.

Even with two ferries operating at Wood
Tslands we are still in a precarious position so
far as transportation this Fall is concerned.
What are our provincial and federal authorities
doing about it? Our boards of trade and
municipal councils scem to have lost interest,
and there is vet no sign of the appointment.of
that Provincial Transportation Commission
which was so strongly recommended a year ago
in the report of the P.E.L Advisory Reconstruc-
tion Committee. It has been left largely to
private initiative to carry on. A number of
business men are reported to be seriously
considering the starting of a ferry service be-
- tween Georgetown and  Pictou, * which c_nuld
operate much later in the scason than the Wood
Islands-Caribou ferries. Huge steel bqrz(‘s
suitable for landing floats at both terminals
could be obtained very cheaply from t.he War
Assefs Corporation, and would save time an.d
money in construction of special piers. It is
also reported that a suitable steamer 1s avail-
able for purchase.

A Floor

Bills for seed, fertilizer, q:?:y, ma-
chineryl and 'abor run high. But
potatoes are perishable. Unlike
grain they can't te held over from
one year to the next. When supply
exceeds the demand they nave to
be sold anyway at whatever they
will bring, and they have brought,
in the past, ss little as ten cents
a barrel.
To balance this. ordinari'y, they
ccmmand big piices in vears of
shortage. Our farmers in the last
few seasons could have had double
what they got, if it had not been
for ceilings {mposed by the war-
time prices and trade board. The
Canadian potatn ceiling was lower
than the United Siates potato floor,
but our producers were willing to
do their part in combating infla-
tion and there were no loud com-
plaints, even though they realized
they were being }revented from ac-
cumulating financial reserves <o
carry them through if the bottom
suddenly dropned cut of the barrel.

In the face-nf many difficulties,
our growers went ahead and made
a major contribution on the food
front. They were the chief factor
in easing a national potawo fam-
ine. In addilional a conciderable
portion of their cutput was dehy-
drated to feed the armed forces
and the liberated countries in Eur-
ope. But, in spite of their glowing
record, parliament for some reason
or other has nrot seen fit to offer
them anything in the nature of a
guaranteed mintnum price—a price
floor.

Most farm nrcducers in the Do-
minion have "~ such a guarantee
There is a floor price on potatoes
in the United States. But our po-
tato farmers remain the forgotten
men in Canadian agriculture. Hon.
James Gardiner, minister of agri-
culture, has been repeatedly asked
the reason for this in the House
of Ccmmons. His answers, from
the standpoint of New Brunswick,
have not been satisfactory. He has
dodged the issue with a statement
that if the governiient acted to pre-
vent losses bv potato growers,
everybody would srow potatoes, and
that provinces like New Brunswick
which have specialized in this fie'd.
would soon have more competition
that they could stand.

But surely M. Gardirer must
knovy that our “potato bell!” in this
province adjoins that in the neigh-
boring state of Malne, and that
Maine's growers did fairly well on
their 1945 crop 1ot regardless of,
but because of price protection.
The United States had a heavy
surplus of po-atoes last year. Only
the floor saved che day for grow-
ers. If Canacda has a heavy sw-
plus this year, as.now seems tre
prospect, where will our growers
be? The House of Commons is now
in session and 1 should certainly
consider this oucstion bafore it
prorogues. If other branches of az-
riculture are entitled ‘o flocr
prices, so is potats growing. It floor
prices for potatoes work in tae
United States, they will work on
this side of (4 border too.
Perhaps it won't happen—per-
haps Canada wili not have too
many potatoes wnen the crop is
dug this fall. We hope noi But in
the meantime, preparations should
be made by Ottawa for any event-
uality, so that commercial potato
growing areas wen't’ suddenly find
thgmselves confronted with
aster.
