NOT THE FINAL —

FORM OF GOVERNMENT
LONDON, September 6—Right Hon,
Herbert Samuel, D’ostmaster-general,
in a paper read before the,meeting of

the British association at Dundee
yesterday afternoon, in which he
dealt with the question of the

centralization of government, declar-
ed that the constitution at present
regarded the great over-seas domin-
ions as adjuncts and not an integral
parti  of the British Empire.
impossible  that this should remain
the final form of the government of
the empire.
The postmaster-general added that
there were reasons for holding that
the constitution of the United King-
dom was over-centralized and should
properly develop in a federal dir-
ection. The constitution of the Brit-
ish empire on the other hand, was
clearly under-centralized, _
The organs which sgrved iequally
well all parts of the emppire are the
moanarchy,the judicial tommittee of
the rrivy council, and the imperial
conferente. The committee on imper-
igl defense may develop into another,
but the population of the outlying of
the empire have no formal¥share in
its sovereignty. It was '3 mistake to
euppose that federalism stransferred a
man's allegiance. It could not be
eaid that the allegianccl‘p[ Canadians
was  transferred from the British
crown when a parliament was set un
in Canada. T Canadian remained
a subject of th British crown, his
allegiance being in no way impaired.
What federalism was to do was to
add 4 new and subordinate allegiance
to the old allegiance. -
TO PRESERVE LEVEL
OF THE

OTTAWA, Sept. 6—An important
puolic hearing of the international
joint commission on waterways is to
be held at International Falls, ojpo-
site Fort Frances, Ont., on Septem-
ber 17, and at Kenora on September
19 in connection with the question of
the levels of the Lake of the Woods
and tributary waters, which has been
referred to the commission by the
Canadian and United States govern-
ments for investigation and report.
The hearings arise out of a refer-
ence to the joint commission of a
general question whether it is desir-
able to fix the levels of the jlake of
the Woods. If this course :s taken a
considerable arca will be concerned,
as these levels are liable to be af-
fected by works alike on the Rainy
river, which emptics ‘into the lake,
and on the Winnipeg river, which
drgins it.

The present proceedings have their
origin in certain complaints from the
American side regarding the dam at
Kenora at the foot of the lake. The
town of Warroad, Minncsota, is al-
leging that too much water is being
allowed to escape through the dam,
fo that the level of the lake is re-
duced to a point which interferes with
navigation in tae harbor of the town,
while sundry farmers on the American
side assert that the dam maintains
the level so  high that their lands
are impaired in valne by flooding.
The duty of the international cam-
missicn will be to take a wide sur-
vey of_the situation so that 1local
rituations can be viewed in their
proper relation to each other and the
future interests on both sides of the
boundary will be amply protected. It
is expected that Canadjan interests
affected will communicate with the
secretary of the Canadian section, L.
J. Burpee.

| DOUBLE MURDER PLOT .
HAS BEEN CONFESBED.

SHREVEPORT, La., Sept. 6—Exe-
cution of a double murder plot by
which Mrs., C. C. Bailey conspired to
rid herself of her husband, a wealthy
lumbeér mill owner, and A.L. Watson
aimed to do away with his wife, was
revealed today by Sheriffi Flourney,
,Who says he has the written confes-
ision of both Watson and Mrs. Bailey
who are confined in jail here.

According to the confessions nar-
rated by Sheriff Flourney three
|months ago at Flannigan, Texas,
Mrs. Bailey and Watson entered into
a compact by which Watson was to
poison his wife and Mrs. Bailey her
husband. Watson did away with his
,Wife without arising suspicion, but
repeated efforts by Mrs. Bailey failed,
because, she says, she did not know
how to administer the dose.

Watson came to Louisiana and ob-
tained work off Bailey. He urged
Mrs. Bailey to hurry her part of the
conspiracy and she tried but again
failed. In the meantime Bailey be-
fcame suspicious and quarrelled ~with
his wife. Monday she left their home.
Watson crept into the house during
the night, carrying a heavy axe with
which he says .he murdered Bailey.
,‘When I.raised that axe,’”’ Watson is
aquoted as saying, ‘‘to. strike that
sleeping man, I,said to myself: ‘‘This
‘“i‘l send your soul to hell.’” That's
iwhere T belong and the sooner I'm
hanged the better T will he gatisfied.’
Watson is 45 years old and has
three daughters.
