Dr. Dawher
AddressesConference
On Rural Life

“Ruval life and people occupy 8
very Inajor place in the events of
the world today,” said Rev. Dr.
Mark Dawbor In an outstanding
address given at the closing session
of the Rural Life Conference held
in Prince of Wales College lasu
night, His theme was “The Chal-
lengg of the present crisis to rural

G

“Two-thirds of the people in
this world are rural” the spcaker
emphasized, “so that what we do
or leave undone for the children
in the country detcrmines the mor
ality and standards of life in the
city.” He lamented the declining
birth rate, especially in the cities
today. There is no hope for a sur-
viving civilization in the urban cen-
tres he declared.

Stressing the sacredness of the

soil, Dr. Dawbor said “show me
anywhere an impoverished soil and
l'lll show you an impoverished peo-
ple.”
He emphasized the tremendous
responsibility of the church in this
stewardship of the soil and main-
tained that permanent prosperity
of agriculture is necessary o the
well-being ot the nation,

He contended that it was no
longer & question of not having
room in the world, for, if the whole
hwnan race were placed in the
State of Texas there would be only
10 persons on every acre. Neicther
is it a question of insufficient food
supply, but it is a matter of hav-
ing enough religion to distribute

these.

He deplored the inequitabie dis-
tribution of the national income
which leads to economic problems,
for example, in Canada farmers
make up one third of the popula
tion but receive only 17 per cent of
the national income.

He deplored the practise of giv-
ing relief, and the lack of com-
munity consclousness in the cities,
and emphasized the importance of
conserving, enlarging and enrich-
ing the community as the basis of
life. He warned against the tend
ency of churches to become class
institutions.

Defining democracy as “political
expression of our Christianity” he
saw the hope for democracy not'
in the cities but in the rural areas
where the community is the basis
of life. In closing Dr. Dawbor em-
phasized the need of building the
new order on a religious basis and
of penetrating all life with religious
idenas.

The speaker delighted the audi-
ence with a number of humorous 7
stories.
