HOUSTON, Tex, Jan. 5—Two
Missour] slayers sought throughout
the southwest nearly three days
and finally cornered today in a
little cottage where they had sought
to hide, shot each other. or them-
selves, to death while a posse out-
side fired at the house and tossed
tear gas bombs through the win-
dows. :

Harry and Jennings Young,
brothers, members of a gang which
slew six peace officers near Spring-
field, Mo., last Saturday, heard the
hammering of officers on the door
of the cottage and, while the fumes:
from tear bombs were gathering
about their heads, one of them
shouted above the din:

“We are dead; come and get us.”

The watchers heard shots with-
in the cottage.

They burst in, as soon as they
got gas masks for protection from
the fumes, and found Jennings
dead. Harry lay wounded and died
about an hour later,

The Coroner wrote it as a double
murder; some of the police believed
it was a double suicide.

The green little cottage was chip-
ped with bullets the officers had
fired, but it; was believed none of
them had struck the brothers, as
they stood to fire their last shots,
at themselves or at each other,

Their mother, Mrs. J.. D. Young,
at Springfield, Mo., had said in an
interview published locally that she
hoped they would net surrender
alive.

The bodies of the brothers in
