Stricken With Heart Fail-

The sudden death occurred in this
city at 1130 on Saturday night of
Mr. John Proud, caretaker of the
G. W. V..A. home, widely known and
esteemed as a member of the Fire
Department and a veteran of = the
South African war and the recent
Great War, The deceased, who was
returning home after visiting the
barber shop, took a weak turn and
collapsed at the Bank of Commercs
corner.

He requested a young lad named
Peters to go to his home nearby for
assistance, but before the boy could
return it was found that Mr. Proud
had passed away. He had been in ill
health for the past two weeks, and.

the heart. He was under medical
