Dinosaur Of Great
Age Found

NEW YORK, June 25—(CP)—
Discovery in the middle western
states of the skeleton of a huge
dinosaur which waddled over prim-
eval ooze in the Mesozoic Period,
perhaps 100,000,000 years ago,was
revealed by Dr. Barnum Brown,
curator of fossil reptiles at the
American Museum of Natural Hist-
ory. Location of the remains of
the nightmarish creature, possibly
the tallest ever to exist, is consid-
ered one of the most remarkable
geological “finds” of recent years.

Dr. Brown will head an exped-
ition from the museum to digup
the bones he gdistovered embed-
ded -in the Mesa Verde rock for-
mation near Roek Springs, Wyo.

So far, Dr. Brown explained,
this particular type of diftosaur

ag been known only by the fos-
silized imprints of his gigantic
paws, which measured four feet
from the heel to the tip of the
middle of three toes and nearly
three feet, across. Dr. Brown has
unearthed several of the tracks
of these mongters during his
geological researches in A
Utah and Colorado. He recently
took a cast of gne at the Chester-
field Coal Mine, in Sego, Utah.

The toe-pads of this gigantic
track, said the scientistshow that
it s made by an iguanodont din-
osaur, a kangaroo-shaped herb-
eater, similar to, but very much
larger than, the iguanodonts of

BLAME

Almost all children will react to
the praise method of training
rather than constantly telling them
what they do that is wrong. A
few words of praise and encourage-
ment turns young mind to good
thoughts and good behavior and
the child strives to earn more of
such pleasant commendation.
