ports received from all over the
country, especially from the west in-
dicate that the popular verdict will/
The opposition are, therefore, cun—!
vinced that it is their duty to pre-;
vent the Fielding-Knox agreement
heing ratified until o mandate is ob-
tained from the electorate. At the
conservative caucus this morning the
greatest enthusiasm was manifested.
The fighting spirit was strong and
the proposition to resist the govern-
ment to the last extremity was ac-
ed in by all.

M the conclusion of the conference,
R. 1. Borden gave out the following
statement :—

“The line of action in fighting the
reciprocity proposals was diseussed.
There was a unanimous resolve and
conclusion to offer a firm and deter-
mined resistance ‘to these pronosals
to the bitter end. .

“'Phe liberal-conservative party will
make no truce on this question,
which involves the national cxistence
of the country and gravely affects its
relations to' the empire."”

Hon. W. J. Bowser, attorney-gen-
eral of British Columhia, and Hon.
Mr. Ross, minister of lands for the
same province, were present during a
portion of the time and were accord-
ed an enthusiastic reception. Both of
these gentlemen briefly addressed the
caticus and assured their hearers that
British Columbia at the nest federal
election would send a solid conserva-
tive delegation to Ottawa.

T SPRINGHLL

SPRINGHILL, MINES, April 26—
Qome sixteen KEnglish miners with
their families arrived in town on
Monday, having been brought out un-
der contract with the Dominion Coal
Company. It appears that . they un-
derstood they were to work in Glace
Bay, and when they arrived here and
found a strike on they sent a com-
mittee to interview the officers of the
Local Union of the U. M. W. They
did not show up for work on Tues-
day, but today nearly all began
work, the remainder leaving for
Montreal where they will probably go
to tife West for employment.

Last evening some nineteen Spani-
ards arrived to work in the mines
here. They were also brought out by
the Dominion Coal Company and are
the first of their nationality to ar-
rive in town- It is claimed that they
are good miners and present a fine
type of manhood.

Tonight twelve more English min-
ers arrived and will add to the list
of employees of the colliery. They
are experienced miners and will add
materially to the working of the
mines,

The news of the Glace Bay tragedy
has caused considerable excitement
here and many are of the opinion
that it does not speak favorably for
a strike in that colliery in order to
help the cause at Springhill.

There  was another break in the
ranks yesterday when George Pat-
terson and John McCarron, two pro-
minent miners, went to work for the
company. This is the first break for
several days, and what will be the
immediate outcome of the struggle is
very difficult to conjecture. The order
of the town is splendid. No arrests
or disturbances of any kind have
