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Ihe Next Anniversary

Now that Remembrance Day has come
and gone, it is interesting to speculate on the
future of the November 11 anniversary. Should
it be retained as the annual memorial day for
our fallen in both the [914-18 and the 1939-45
conflicts? Should it be observed in memory
! of the First Great War dead only and another
At memorial ‘day—V-Day, V-E Day or V-] Day,
perhaps—designated for those who have laid
down their lives in the war just concluded? Or
should the joint commemoration of Canada’s
dead in both wars be retained, but November

11 abolished as Remembrance Day and an-
other day in June, July or August set aside in
its place?

These seem to be the three alternatives
most frequently debated. According to The
Leqgionary, many opinions are being expressed,
both for and against, though it is gratifying to
note that the discussions are being conducted
on a high plane, as they should be.

A formal resolution passed by the Norman
Mitchell V, C. Branch of the Legion in Mount
Royal, P.Q., which has received country-wide
publicity, urges that Remembrance Day be
changed from November 11 to June 6, the
anniversary of D-Day. The resolution states
that, “while November 11 will never be for-
gotten by the veterans of the First Great
War, there are very few who have not stood
in the cold rain or snow of a Remembrance
Day and wished the war had ended in the sum-
mer.” Nloreover, it states that “when veter-
ans of the Second Great War were consulted
it was found that for them the most important
day in this war was D-Day. To them D-Day
is much more lmportant than either V-E Day
of V-J Day, for in storming Fortress Europe
on that day they felt thev were staking all on
a speedy end of the war.” The proposal made
by the Mount-Royal Legionaries is that the Do-
minion Government should declare Tune 6 an
annual national holiday of remembrance. Nov-
ember 11, of course, was a statutory holiday
until 1942 when, as a war measure, it was
temporarily suspended as a public holiday
along with several others.

The Legionary's view of this matter is that
it would be preferable for all the Allies, who
together fought the war to a victorious con-
clusion, to continue to have a common Re-
membrance Day. The fact that each vear since
1018 at 11 a.m. on November 11 the soldier-
dead of Canada, Great Britain, the United
States, France and all the other Allied nations
were being honoured simultaneously seems to
have added considerably to the solemnity of the
occasion and to the inspirational importance of
Remembrance Day. It is a custom which
might well be preserved, if a suitable date can
be agreed upon by consultation between all the
governments involved.

More Canadian Seed

More and more of the pastures and hay-
fields in Canada which help to. feed live stock
are being sown to. Canadian produced seed.
The Dominion Department of Agriculture says

that if the wartime trend of increasing - the
domestic production of seed: continues, Can-
adian farmers will no longer be obliged to

depend on imported supplies of seed to grow
grasses, clovers and alfalfa. This year, grow-
ers “are harvesting a record crop of timothy
seed.
million pownds, five million pounds more than
in 1944. Production of Kentucky blue grass,
Canada blue grass and creeping red fescue, is
also higher this year than in 1944. The harvest
of alfalfa seed will probably be lower this year
than last.

Alsike clover seed is expected to be one-
third higher ‘in 1045 than in 1944. No esti-
n.ate is yet available on red clover seed of which
the increased acreage may be balanced by the
fact that the crop has been late and subiject to
frost damage. The crop of swegt clover ‘seed
this year appears to be slightly down from
that of 1944.

The ?;45 crop of these forage crop seeds
is not only sufficient to meet most of Canada’s
% needs, but will also provide a surplus for ex-

port to Britain and continental Europe ,and

No Restrictions

The right to wvrivate property.
as laid down in the Constitution.
has no restrictions whatever. The
private owner has the unlimited
right of ownership. use and dis-
vosal of his property. This right is
established by Article 58 of the
Civil Code of the Russian Soclalist
Federative Soviet Republic and’
corresponding  articles in civil
codes of other Republics.

The owner has the right to ap-
peal to a court for the return of
his property if it has been un-
lawfully appropriated, or to demand
reimbursement of the value of the
property, if it has been lost or dam-
aged, and also to demand reim-
bursement for all the costs invol-
ved (Article 59 and following in
the Civil Code).

This means that neither the
State, the public, nor other per-
sons have the right to. encroach
on the ownership. use or disposal
of the private bproperty of cit-
zens. The owner has sole discre-
jon over his personal property.
 There only one reservation—
the use of private property must
conform to its social-economic pur-
pose, as established bv Article 1
of the Civil Code. This can be ex-
plained bv the following examnple.
Let us suppose that a citizen
owns a home. Instead of main-
taining this dwelling in suitable
condition and repairing it when
necessary. the owner allows it to
fall into disrepair. In such a case
the vesponsible State authorities
warn the owner that he must
take better care of his propertv.
If such a warning fails to bring
the desired results, the authorities
mav avppeal to the court with a
suit to take this dwelling from
its owner. In the event that suf-
ficient evidence is provided, the
court may grant the claim.

Only by decision of the court
and by the owmer's failure to ex-
ercise his right in accordance with
the social-economic purpose of the
property in aquestion. can the
State interfere in the,citizen’s right
~ wrivate ownership The cour
decides against the owner onlv if
he intentionally and willfullv al-
lows his propertv to fall into dis-
repair.

The main source of everv Soviet
citizen's private propertv his
wages, earned by his own labor.
No one has the right to interfere
in a citizen's disposal of his wages.
If necessary, the right may be
established by appealing to a
court,

Wages are also a source of sav-
ings, which the citizen mav keen
wherever he desires. The State
guarantees the Inviolability of sav-
ings ‘bank, deposits, and informa-
tion on such deposits is given only
to court investigators in the
event a criminal - charge is
brought against their owner, and
this information is requested by
the court (Article 7 of the Statutes
of the State Savings Banks of the
