Many Visitors Now Here to Join with Citizens in Loyal

Welcome to Future King. |

Today the people of this province

will unite heartily and loya'iy in ex-
tending a warm welcomne to His Royal
Highness the Prince-of Wales, the son
of our beloved Sovereign King George
the Kifth, and the heir to the throne
of the British Empire.
" The wecome accorded to His Royal
Highness ~will be all the more warm-
nearted because, like the millions' of
other -young men in the British Em-
pire, he did his bit and did it manful-
ly, in the great war in which so many
of our own sons s0 recently took part.
And he was no mere princely. spectat-
or of the war; like the other *“whelps
of the Lion,” he faced its dangers,
shared in its trials and rejoiced with
them ‘in the gloriously finished work.
That he shall make a better man and
a better king because of his war ex-
periences none will doubt.

The present tour was undertaken in
compliance with a request from the
overseas dominions, and is the first
ingtalment in a series of tours m con-
templation, which, it is hoped, will in-
¢lude Australia, New Zealand and In-
dia. The part of the program now
under way, and which began most
auspiciously in St. "John's, Nfld., in-
cludes a visit to St. John, N.B., Hali-
fax, Charlottetown, Quebec City, Tor-
onto; thence west to the Paclfic
Coast,

On this westward journey His Royal
Highness will be given,an opportun-
ity of seeing the New Canada in pro-
cess of formation, its boundless prair-
jes resolving themselves into comfort-

able, prosperous homesteads, its pop-

ulous citi its glorieus mountains
rich in mmvml wealth as in scenery.

Returning His Royal Highness will
visit ‘Montreal' and other points ne-
cegsarily omitted from his westward
itinerary. From Montreal he will go
to Washington, paying a friendly visit
to the President of the United States
and thence to some of the largest of
the eastern cities re-emlharking at
New York for the return voyage to
England. 4

The Prince of Wales, whose full
name is Edward Albert Christian
jeorge Andrew Patrick David Wind-
sor, was born June 23, 1894. He was
proclaimed Prince of Wales on his
sixteenth birthday, June 23, 1910. On
July 13, 1911, he was invested as
Prince of Wales at Carnarvon Castle
in Wiales.

His Royal title is His Royal High-
ness (the names above) K.G., G.M.M.
G.,G.M.B.E., M.C., Prince of Wales
and Earl of (hoan-l, Prince of Great
Britain and lreland, Duke of Corn-
wall, Duke of Rothsay, Earl of Car-
rick, Baron of Renfrew, Lord of the
Isles and Great Steward of Scotland.
He entered the war with the rank of
Lieutenant andi was raised to the
army rank of Major and the navy
rank of Lieutenant.” He 1s now Colon-
el in Chief of the Cadet Corps of
Great Britain and Ireland, Chief of
the Boy Scouts of Wwales, High Stew-
ard of Windsor, a governor of Wel -
Inigton College, president of 'King

Idwarq VII Hospital for ol%cers,Grand
Master of the Order of St. Michael
amd St George and the British Em-
pire, a Knight of the Order of St.
John of <Jerusalem in England and
Prior of Walés, and chairman of the
British Pensions Committee. He was

HOW HE GOT TO THE FRONT

His Royal Highness at the out-
break of the war was very anxlous to
go.to the front and immediately vol-
unteered his services, Lord Kitchener
politely declined his offer and gave as
his reason the fact that there was no
recent precedent for the heir to the

throne participating in active warfare,

The Prince was not satisfied with this
decision’ ahd renewed - his- request.
Lord Kitchener was somewhat per-
turbed by his importunity but adher-
ed to his former decision. The Prince
then said “What objection can there
be to my going to the front? If I'm
killed T have plenty brothers to take
my place.” *“It is not the fear of your
neing killed that worries us,” repiied
Lord Kitchener, “but if you were tak-
en prisoner you would cause us much
trouble, and 1T don’'t know any officer
who would care to have the respons-
ibility of having you on his staff.”

The Prince saw the force of the
argument, but was not altogether dis-
couraged. Through ‘another channel
he approached General Currie and
asked te be taken on the Canadian
staff, a request which was immediate-
ly granted after thé usual prelimin -
aries had been arranged. Thus 1t
was that the Prince of Wales grati-
fied his desire to get to the front-and
overcame the red tape of precedence
and ofticial obstacles.

This incident is on a par with an-
other indicating the persistency of
the Prince of Wales in having his
own way in spite of official restric-
tions. When he:was a Naval Cadet
at Windsor, like many other boys, he
ran - short of cash, having spent his
quarterly allowance long before the
end of the quarter. He wrote to his
grandmother, Queen Victoria, asking
for financial ance. The Queen
replied that, acting. on his mother’s
wishes, she refrained from comply-

arand-motherly advice about the wis-
dom of living within his allowance.
To this the Prince replied, making a
further request. This elicited anoth-
er reply from his grandmother.” Again
he wrote and again Queen Victoria
replied.
ing Her Majesty, she became some-
what annoyed and sent her private
secretary to visit the Prince at Wind-
sor.  The private secretary discover-
ed that the Prince was marketing his
Royal' ‘Grandmother’s letters among
his schoolmates in order to obtain
the necessary funds, having disposed
of each of the four letters for the
handsome sum of two guineas each.
