‘Hedley Brehaut, after leaving The
Pioneer, went to Charlottetown, wheie
he remained two years, He then
went West and worked for & tfue in
St. Paul and Duluth, Minnesola and
finally settled in' Boston in 1u84, in
which city he became an outstand-
ing member of the printing frater-
nity. His genial nature, considerate
disposition and companionabie Wways
endeared him “to those who came
within his circle. Xe married 8
charming young woman, Miss Gert-
rude M. Nourse, and this happy and
congenial couple made their home
| for many years at 28 Codman ‘Park,
Roxbury.. Hedley held the position
of proof-reader on'the Boston Pos!,
for over 28 years, up to the tlue of
his death, which occurred in an hos-
pital in Roxbury, following -an oper-
ation, February 1, 1915, at the early
age of 51,.° With ‘the passing ol
James Hedley Brehaut the writer
lost one of his dearest friends.

One son was born to Mr, and Mrs.
Brehaut, Henry Nourse Brehaut de-
veloped into a brilllant young man,
and a graduate of Harvard Univer-
sity. His future success in the busi-
ness world seemed unusually bright,
but death claimed him at the age
of about 24 years, on October 31,
1918.

Among the boys who applied for a
position in The Progress office as
far back as 1873 was Peter F. Hughes.
He went from a country schdol to
learn the printing trade and remain-
ed at the “case” about three years.
He then went across the sireet and
“caught on” at The Journal office for
a while, Perhaps he got an increase
in pay—which was nothing to brag
about in the old days. The Journal
was then owned by Graves & Mc~
Murtry, with David Hickey, a teacher
in town, occupying ‘the editorial
chair.

One of the most popular young
printers in the old Progress days was
Rufus W, Sharp. “Ruf’” had a sweet
singing voice and was often called
upon to taks part in entertainments
in Ludlow Hall, located down the
alley from Water street.
