the following statement:

His Majesly King Edward VIII
has this morning aeclared his ir-
revocable determination to re-
nounce the throne for himself and
lor his descendants, and has ex-
pressed his desire that effect should
immediately be given to an instru-
ment of abdication which His Maj-
esty has signed. }

The Parliament of the United
Kingdom today is dealing with the
situation which has arisen as a re-
sult of His Majesty's decision to re-
nounce the throne. I understand
that the speaker has read His Maj-
esly’s message in the House. of
Commons at Westminster, and
Lord Halifax in the House of Lords.
It was understood that thereafter
Mr. Baldwin would move that the
King's message be considered forth-
with, Following the - discussion, a
bill will be introduced to provide
for the. validation and the conse-
quent alterations in the law relat-
ing to the succession to the throne.

‘The question is not one which
concerns alone His Majesty's
people in the United Kingdom. It
is of the deepest concern to his
people throughout the whole British
commonwealth of nations. Under
the present constitutional relation-
!.nhip it is necessary that action be
} taken by the government and par-
liament of each member of the
commonwealth. This necessity flows
! from the statute of Westminster

legislation of the United Kingdom
parliament can apply to Canada un-
less Canada has expressly requested
such application in advance and
consented to its terms. Accordingly
the government of Canada, follow-
ing upon receipt of the King’s
declaration and desire, has 50 re-
quested and consented, and this
request and consent will appear in
thte recitals of the United Kingdom
act.

The same guarantee does not ap-
ply in exactly the same way to any
other dominion, and slightly  dif-
ferent language wiil therefore be
necessary in their case. The use of
these words “request and consent”
does not of course refer to the in-

Britain Hinis

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11— Great
Britain informed the United States
today it would not pay the instal-
ment on its war debt due Dec. 15,
but left the, door open for a new
discussion of the question.

The note, when opened at the
State Department, was found to
omit the usual statement that
Britain was unable to meet the
regular instalment on its $5029,-
163,198 total debt.

This omission raised hope that
Britain might soon follow the lead
of France in initiating overtures
looking toward negotiations.

On Dee. 15, Britain will owe
$117,670765 as its regular semi-
annual payment plus $668,474,071
already in arrears. Finland, owing
on Dec, 15 an instalment of $231,-
