THE - SITUATION
IN INDIA

(Special to The Guardian)
SHOLAPUR, India, May 13.—An
attempt at secession from the In-
dian Government was launched in
this city todsy when the populace
moved to set up self Government
after seizing this city by armed force.
The leaders proceeded to establish a
sort of government of their own, is-
suing: new traffic laws and generally
attempting to take over entire control
of the city and its affairs.

The military, ordered to take con-
trol of the city, met with determined
resistence, the natives proceeding
about their gesture .of self Govern-
menty in defiance  of martial law
¢ which has been proclaimed by the!
Government.

This city of 119,581 population, the
scene last week or deadly conflict be-
tween the incensed followers of the
{mprisoned Mehatam Gandhi and the
authorities, passed out of the Gov-
ernment's control, when the native
disturbers repulsed theefforts of po-
lice and troops to put down their
activities. Casualties of several hun-
dred, including a score Xilled result-
ed. f

the city. Strong reinforcements, ar-
rived to support the military com-
mands already on the scene. Mare
tial law, tentatively proclaimed last
pight  within scholapurs - municipal
limits was made absolute esrly today
when E. B. Hotson, home member of
the Bombay Government arrived here
after a hurried visit to Poona.
