killed in action, Auygust 28th, 1918.
Private Somers _heard his country’s'
call and responded by joining the col~,7
ors in the now immortal 55th Battal-,
fou ‘May 81st 1915, less than a year |
after the war broke out. He departed
for England with. his regiment, No-
vember 16th 1916 and on June 2nd
1918, crossed over to France in the
53th. He had his baptism of fire,
eight days after he entered the tren-
ches, when the Lieut. of his platoon
the late Ralph Rogers was killed.
