East then tcok the setting trick
with the king of diamonds.

South could have made his con-
'tract very easily if he had simply
ignored the hearts. After winning
the first trick, he should have drawn
two rounds of trumps and begun
onr the spades. No defense could
then prevent him from winning
three trumps, two spades, a heart,
and two diamonds.
