LONDON, Dec. 14 —(CP) —“Tim-
bered by Goering—Painted by Am-
erica,” says a sign hanging above a
huge display of Christmas toys the
men and women of Britain's Nai-
jonal Fire Service have made
their spare time,

shiny paint supplied by the Red
Cross effectively hides the origin of
the material from which they were

made.

Cloth rationing threatened to re-
strict the Fire Service's output of
dressed dolls until bins were dis-
tributed in London department
stores and customers were asked
throw in any useless clothing or
rags.

All For Gifts

The toys are not for sale, but
will be given away. Christmas Day,
some will show up in the homes
of children whose parents cannot
afford the prices that scarce, com-
mercially-manufactured toys com-
mand in the shops. Others will go
to nurseries where live the kiddies
of women in war plants,

Few of the amateur toy-makers
had ever tried their hand at it be-
fore the bombing lull brought them
long hours of inactivity after the
mad hustle of a few months ago

Most of them fave taken such a
liking to it that their officers say
they can't get them away from their
make-shift workshops. With tools
lent them, they have turned out
swings, play pens, see-saws, hobby
horses, model airplanes, trains and
ships, dolls, dolls’ furniture and
real furniture which has helped
speed up the establishment of chil«
dren’s war nurseries.

For the most part, the finished
toys are outstanding pieces of work.
