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Siniultaneous Raids Made on Every Kmown Red

Headquarters in the Country. 300 Arrests’
"Already Made and More Coming.

NEW YORK, Jan, 3—The great-
est round up of radicals ever
known in ‘this country began' at
9 p. m, last night when an army
of agents of the Department. of
Justice, armed with 40,000 war-
rants, simultaneously raided every
known ‘‘Red” headquarters in the
principal cities of the country. In
New York city the raids were und-
er the personal supervision of Chief
Flynn, head of the Department of
Justice Secret Service, and eight
hundred warrants were issued for
the arrest of radicals in the city.

Attorney General Palmer person-
ally directed the great round up
from Washington, which Federal
Officials here stateq had as its de-
finite aim the ridding the United
States of every Alien who plotted
against American government. The
raids were specifically directed a-
gainst the Communist Party and
the Communist Labor Party.

At. 12,15 Chiet Flynn announced
that about three hundred arrests
had already been made and that ad-
ditional ones were being constant-

tice offices they were segregated,
into Aliens ang citizens, and the
foreigners were photographed and
“finger printed” prior to their de-
parture for Ellis Island, Only one
woman has been arested up to that,
time.

Headquarters of Communists and
Communist newspapers were raid-
ed simultaneously by the police,
soldiers, Chief Flynn anmounced
that most valuable evidence ~had
been obtained. About seventy five
per cent of the prisoners were de-
clared to he Russian. i

Among the radical publications
raided was the Novy Mir, the paper
on which Trotzky worked while in
New York City.

‘The radicals were brought to the
headquarters of. the department of
Jjustice in police patrol wagons, and
army motor “trucks which were
manned by doughboys. The arived
in batches of twelve or fifteen.

In various Communist headquart-
ers, including one with the title
“Hell Gate Branch,” meetings were
in progress when the raiders arriv-

ly reported. As fast as the. radicals
arrived at the Department of Jus-

ed and from fifteen to twenty ar-
rests were made in each place.

Hugh Cautley was an Honor Grad-
uate of McGill and a Rhodes Schol-
ar and Honor Graduate of Oxford'
He was in the service of the Brit-
ish-Goyernment in Rhodesia, South
Africa, and came to England for

furlough, He was returning to Nig-,

eria when the steamer he was on
was torpedoed and he was drowned
with all on board.

The dedication service was con-
ducted - by the rector, Rev. H, D.
Raymond and the tablet wag unveil-
ed by Lieutenant Philip Palmer.
Previous to the ceremony a letter
of application from the relatives of
the honored dead was read by the
rector asking permission to have
the tablet erected which was re-
plied to by the rector and by Mr. P.
Pope on behalf of the Church war-
dens.

ber gendarmes must not exceed
those functioning as military po-
lice in 1918.

Assistance For
Those Not Able
To Sgc_ure Work

TORONTO, Jan. 3—The fund
provided by the dominion parlia-
ment for the assistance of certain
classes of men who served in the
war, E. R. C. Clarkson, chairman
of the finance committee of the
Canadian Patriotic Fund, points
out, is to be used only for the as-
sistance of men who have served
overseas ang are now without fault
of their own, out of employment.
No departure from this rule is to
be made, except under very special
circumstances, Mr. Clarkson said.
The returned man who refused a
job that is reasonably suitable for
him, or the man who wilfully quits
his job is to get no assistance from
the fund.

Mr. Clarkson urgés employers to
make use of the department of sold-
fers’ civil re-establishment here.
“It 18 in the interest of all parties,”
he points out, “that the soldiers
should receive suitable employment
instead of assistance.”

Advancing the Price.

| Being Looked for.

REGINA, Sask., Dec. 31.—That
the increase in price of fifty cents
a bushel for wheat authorized by
the Canadian Wheat Board may be
still further advanced, is the opin-

|ion of J. B. Musselman, secretary
| of the Saskatchewan Grain Grow-

erg’ Association.

Mr. Musselman points out some
of the complications which may
arise from the advance in price.
He belleveg that farmers who have
been hauling .their wheat across
the ‘boundary into the United States
may find some difficulty in purch-
acing seed wheat for next season.

“The action taken by the Canad-
ian Wheat Board,” said Mr. Mus-
selman, “has been anticipated for
some time and in the opinion of
many it ought to have been taken
before this.

“The Order-in-Council® appoint-
ing " the hoard gives specific in-
structions that the price to the Can-
adian miller for domestic consump-
tion ig to be as nearly as possible
the price obtained for export.
While definite information has not
been published by the board, it is
generally understood that the aver-
age of the price for domestic con-
sumption has been under the aver-
age of the price secured for ex-
port. The opinion in well-informed
circles is that the new price to the
millers is still under the present
export value of wheat. If these
assumptions are correct it means
the ‘Canadian growerg of wheat are
being penalized for ‘the benefit of
the Canadian consumer. However

information has become available.
RAISES CLASS ISSUE.

BERLIN, JAN. 2.—Reports of!
the early ratification of the peace|
treaty, was cheering news to Ger-
many's democrats today.

Germany already is well organ-
ized and prepared for starting to!
fulfil gome of the treaty terms and
to baulk equally hard on the oth-
ers, The present Government
makes no bones ahout the fact
that its peace policy is “to force a
revision of thé Versailles treaty
by all possible means.”

Germany's offensive against the
treaty will probably be launched
first against the provisions requir-
ing the naton to hand over Ger-
mans accused of war crimes. The
Government ig already putting out
semi-official and inspired “appeals”
to allied public opinion to relleve
it from carrying out these painful
conditions and to permit these al-
leged military, naval and other
malefactors to be tried in Germany
by Germans.

The favorite propaganda argu-
ment so far ig that if the Govern-
ment is forced to make an attempt
to surreinder these: Germans to
the allies the “inevitable” consé-
quence will be to plunge the coun-
try into civil war.
